Mounted
police depots must be established all over
the territory and a system of quick' eom-
munication fand rapid movement of the
force provided, The police will have to be
strengthened, It is cheaper to feed and
watch the Indians than to fight them,
Men to join the police can easily be got
out of the militia now in the Northwest.

The War and Its Political Resuits.

Pregnant indeed is Herbert Spencer’s
maxim that of any great political event,
She results which have not been expected
will outnumber those which were expected
beforehand. Our result of the "great suc—
cess achieved without aid of regular troops
by the Canadian army, must be in the
direction of an integrating force on the
confederation. The joints of the fishing-
rod have held together in the process of
landing a fish sufficiently strong to tax
their coherence. The war in the North-
west is on a greater scale to our dominion
than the the war with the South was to
the United States, It has decided this
question that Canada will not tclerate, as
The World pointed out some weeks ago,
the establishment of such a centre of dis-
integration as another Quebec:

.ameer, This and a good deal more ¥
the general furnishes gratuitously for the
information and guidance of the Shah of
Persia, should he dare attempt to show
anything like practical sympathy with the
English on their march,

Assuming that Gen. Gourko has lent his
sanction to this strange announcement, it is
inconceivable that he should contemplate
‘“‘drawing” the Anglo-Indian army 600
miles beyond Candahar into the heart of
Khiva, and 400" miles from thoe hitherto
recognized Afghan frontier  beyond
Penjdeh, In the event of war it is quite

-. unlikely that the Indian government

would pursue any other policy than that of
confining Russis within the Khanates she
has conquered and where she has exercised
on the whole a civilizing and beneficent
influence. But it is quite conceivable that
the Tekkes and other Turcoman tribes,
who have been yearning for English as-
sistance against these invaders, may think
the outbreak of war favorable f attempts
to regain their independence,and that large
forces may have to be kept within the
Khanates that Russia might otherwise be
disposed to employ in the direction of
Herat, which is and probably will until
she is thrashed into honesty and good be-
. bavior be her objective point,

The attitude of Persia at the present
time is significant. She holds
Khan, the
throne, a prisoner in the interosts of
England at 8 moment when Russia is
desirous of using him to stir up revolt
against what large numbers of Afghans
regard,as the usurpation of Abdurrahman,
This unmistakably indicates that the shah
will help if need be to prevent the Russiang

ing to influence the result. It may be said

in advance that the sympathy of the
Chinese will not be accorded to the Rus-
sians, and that between the forces of the
Shah, the Ameer and the British, with
the Kashgarians operating on the extreme
north of the celestial empire, General
Gourko may find he will not have many
troops to spare for the capture of Herat
and-that he will have no opportanity for
“‘drawing” the Anglo-British force six
hundred miles beyoad Candahar in order
to annibilate them as a prelude to the con-
quest of India.

Exercise and War.

The value of athletics is well brought
out in the present campaign in the North—
west. It will be found that the great
majority of the men in the field are, or
have been, identified with athletic clubs of
various kinde, Present and ex-members
of the Toronto lacrosse club, for instances
can be found on the rolls of nearly every
regiment in the fleld.

According to the New York papers, coal
is getting to be a drug in the market at
storage and shipping centres, A despatch
from Roudont, N. Y., says that there is
much depression among boatmen and
merchants becanse of the slow sales of coal
by the Delaware & Hudson Coal company.
Already 225 boats have been collected
there to wait unloading, having on beard
28,000 tons of coal. So many boats were
pever before_collected together there so
early in the season, At Honesdale, Penn,,
the same feeling exists, A prominent
easterncoasl shipper says that it is almost
impossible to sell coal (hard coal) at pres-
ent, and that collections are exceedingly
bad. He says that of all the manufactur-
ing trade which he was supplying with
anthracite coal four years since, 75 per
cent, is now using bituminous coal.

Over the border grain operators and the
press generally are united in apreading bad
accounts of crop prospects for 1885. And
it must be added that the statistical
bureau at Washington, which surely would
Dot tell a lie, publishes figures which go
rather to sustain what appears to be the
prevailing impresesion.  Still, between now
and harvest there is time for several things
to happen.

Ot late the net earnings of railways, both
in Canada and in the States, have been
going down, and down, and down, And
the immediate cause of it all appears to be
mainly that—the carrying of freight over
long distances at or under actual cost. In
other words, the companies are running
too many ‘‘ghost trains,” and are doing
entirely too much “‘ghost” business,

The Crueity of War,
From the Chicago Times.

® * * To-day, beyond all question,
Germany is the foremost war power of ‘the
world. - It is as near perfecs in it organi-
zation of means of offence and defence as is
possible to human ‘agencies, Among the
qualities on which it relies greatly for
sucocess is its subordination of humanity,
philanthropy, and all else of a sentimenta)
pature to the sole end of victory, which it
purposes to reach by the shortest posible

route, wholly irrespective of what humane
obstacles shall bar its progress. Aneminent
German military writer, no less a
erson  than Von Moltke himself,
n commenting on the proceédin of
the Brussels - conference, says: “The
greatest benefit attendant or consequent
upon war is the rapid termination of if,
and to that end every available means
must be allowed to stand at our service.
In no sense cen I admit that the ‘weaken-
ing of the hostile combatant power’ is the
solitary prooeodlns Jultlﬂod war, No;
all she sources of aid to the hostile govern-
ment must be assailed; their finances, rail-
ways, means of subsistence, even their
prestige."” These opinjons of the ven-
erable chief of staff drew down
upon  him . the animadversions of
some of the humanitarians, where-
upon a writer in the Gérman “Year Book”
responds, saying: ¢ This sickly senti-
mentality of our times, which becomes
continually more and more ive, this
unripe, vapid delirium on ﬁf. subject of
humanity, reslly destitule of decency, now
claims a proof of the tenableness of its
ravings in the fact, for which it is alone to
blame, that our field marshal has been
strenunously attacked almost at all hapds—
the military of course excepted-—and de-
picted as of cruel and uncivilized mien.”

So far as the Germans sre concermed,
they recognize noobstacle which should be
allowed to impede their march to victory.
Prof, Leuder depiots a battlefield which is
covered with the countless numbers of the
“horribly Jwounded and maimed of both
armies, - frightfully c?ing for help.”
““What,” he asks, ‘‘can do grester violence
to every human emotion, what more hears-
rending, what more unbearable even in
thought toeveryfeeling person,than theides
that these terribly suffering ones, inatead of
receiving the promptest, mostsolicitonscare,
must be subjected to greater torture, to
mutilation, to destruction ! And yet the
objecf of the battle contended for, and to
bring about the accomplishment of which
all these great sacrifices have been made—
the deciding of the day—demands a charge,
an advance in mass of the cavalry, of the
batteries. - Can anything more distressing
‘be imagined ! And yet, he would not only
be a bad commanding officer, he who, even
upon such considerations as these, would
allow deflections, delays and the disastrous
neglect of the determined instant of the
storming advance, but he would be also and.
simply a_traitor to his country, violating'
his sacred duty.”

With such ideas permeating the system
of war entertasined by the foremost war
power of the world, it is not likely that
less brutal ones will prevail among
the nations who may be compelled to re-
sort to the field of combat for the settle-
ment of differences. War, in fine, is
simply savagery, and as such humanity
and civilization in its gentler phases wiil
have little or no influence on its conduct,

“Now all these things,”continued my in-
