Ilriil.il and American System,
The United States is having a hard time 

of it those days: An unparalleled business 
depression, and on top of it a change in- 
parties and a hopeless attempt at a change 
of policy.

The machinery of government appears 
to have become too cumbersome. Either 
the people do not know their will or the 
machine is not able to regiater it. They 
are limply floundering over the tariff. A 
week to dissolve the Legislature, three 
weeks to hold an election, and two weeks 
thereafter Parliament oould be in session 
in England and a bill as good as passed deal­
ing with the fiscal policy of the country. 
Nothing illustrates so well the difference 
between the two systems as the facility 
with which a tariff measure can be carried 
in England and prevented in the United 
States. Ih the matter of legislation of a 
character similar to Gladstone’s Home Rule 
proposal, the delay in that in England is 
almost on a par with tariff reform in the 
States. *

The English system, as has often been 
said, ia elastic and progressive; that of the 
United States ia fixed and set for the eitua- 
tion of 100 years ago. The Fathers of the 
Constitution could not foresee everything 
that would happen five generations dis­
tant.

Again, it appears that the bacillus of 
tetanus, or lockjaw, is abundant every­
where in the soil, and may rest on the 
surface of the human body or be taken 
into the stomach without prodnoing in­
jury. Even on the surface ot an open 
wound it caitiiot develop, it being one 
of tiie bucteriâvjtiiat cannot grow in the 
presence of free oxygen. But if intro­
duced into a deeper wound away from 
the air, it may develop rapidly and pro­
duce the painful, and often fatal disease 
tetanus. Thus is explained the fact, 
always before a mystery, that even 
slight and seemingly insignificant punc­
ture wounds are more likely to produce 
this disease than are opeu lesions that 
otherwise are for more serious.

The Maritime Provinces are also interested 
in the project, and representatives should 
be invited from there, as welhas from Mont­
real, Quebec and other eastern cities. Now 
that the convention has been decided on 
everything must be done to make a success 
of it. In order to give an idea of the feel­
ing in Manitoba on the question we subjoin 
the resolution passed by the far mere at 
Branddn:

1. That in the opinion of this institute
the great lakes and the St. Lawrence River 
furnish a valuable natural highway tor the 
commerce of a great part of the Northwest 
on both sides of the international boundary; 
and in order that the public may enjoy the 
full benefit of that highway the canals 
along the route ought, in the immediate 
futuie, to be enlarged eo ai.to accommodate 
ocean shipping. '

2. That such a deepening of the through 
channel ia even now urgently demanded 
for the accommodation of the feet increas­
ing traffic of the country west and north­
west of the lakes; and it will, if accom­
plished, by materially reducing the cost of 
transportation, greatly encourage immi­
gration to this district, and moat actively 
promote the development and prosperity of 
the country on both sides of the line.

3. That the Government of Canada, hav­
ing undertaken many year» ago. the dozen­
ing of the St. Lawrence Canals to 14 feet, 
that work ought to be pushed forward to 
completion-with the utmost possible dili­
gence. X

4. That inaSNj 
progress on the upper lakes 
to furnish within the next two years a 
channel of 20 feet in depth from the head 
of the lakes to Buffalo, it ia most essential 
in the interests of the Northwest, aa well 
as of the country at large, that the depth 
of the Welland and St. Lawrence Canals 
should be further increased so as to make 
a channel of a uniform depth of 20 feet to 
the ocean.

5. That inasmuch as the entire route is
essentially an international one, and aa the 
canals forming part thereof on either side 
of the line are by international treaty dedi­
cated to the use of the citizens of both 
countries on equal terms, the work and the 
expense of further deepening the Welland 
and St. Lawrence systems ought to be 
undertaken and borne by both Govern­
ments, so that the two countries shall* con­
tribute to the entire cost of the undertaking 
in proportion to their respective interests 
therein. t
