An Expressman living In Jarvts-streel 

Almost Beheads the Widow Swallow 
and Then Kills Hlmself-Jealonsv Sup­
posed to Be Responsible for the Double 
Tragedy—The Murder and Suicide Evi­
dently Committed Shortly Before Day­
light on Snnday Morning.

Mad with jealousy, which followed a 
prolonged spree, John Bell, an express- 
man, nearly decapitated Sarah Swal­
low, the woman with whom be lived, 
with a razor some time during Satur­
day night and then killed himself in the 
same fashion.

The shocking double tragedy occurred 
on the second floor of the three-story 
building at No. 65 1-2 Jarvis-street, a 
lew doors north of King-street and im­
mediately opposite the Imperial Hotel. 
The bodies were found about 8.15 Sun­
day morning.

John Bell and his mistress had lived 
in the rooms where their lives found such 
a dreadful ending for two or three years. 
The man was 40 years of age and the 
woman was aged 36.

The woman was the widow of Joseph 
C. Swallow, an expressman, who was 
killed by a fall from a horse on Aug. 
29, 1892. At the time of the accident 
Bell was boarding with the couple and 
assisting Swallow in his business. After 
the latter's death he was engaged by i 
Mis. Swallow to drive the express wagon. 
When he became intimate with her the 
neighbors cannot definitely state.

The Scene of the Tragedy, 
premises a.t 65 1-2 Jarvis-stpect are 

leased by James Breen, provision dealer. 
The two flats above were leased by Mrs. 
Swallow and sub-let to various tenants, 
five or six families occupying rooms.

Mrs. Swallow, with Bell and the wo­
man's two children, Matthew, aged 6, 
and Katie, aged 6, occupied the front and 
rear rooms.

Mrs. Swallow added to the scanty earn­
ings which the express business yielded 
by taking in washing. Both had ap­
peared as usual during Saturday, but said 
nothing to neighbors, whom they met 
on the stairs as they went to their 
wretched bed for the last time.

It was about 8 o'clock Snnday morn­
ing when Mrs. H. Hewitt passed the 
living rooms of Bell and Mrs. Swallow 
en route to the landing to see if the 
milkman had arrived. The door of their 
sleeping apartment was slightly ajar. 
She knocked at the door to attract at­
tention. But those within were long 
since beyond the reach of any earthly 
sounds, and after waiting a few mo­
ments Mrs. Hewitt peered • in and saw 
a sight which almost caused her heart 
to cease its functions.

One glance was enough, and the hor­
ror of that glance will live with Mrs. 
Hewitt many a day. Trembling, ill and 
faint with the ghastliness of what she 
had seen, she ran upstairs. How; she 
got there she herself does not know. 
Once there she told the other tenants 
of what she had seen, 
hurried to No,. 1 Police Station, 
Detective Davis and several constables 
were despatched to the scene.

In the scores 'of interviews which have 
appeared, none have had the effect, or 
carried so much weight, as that given 
by Hugh John Macdonald, son of the 
late Conservative chieftain and ex-menn- 
ber for Winnipeg. Mr Macdonald is so 
generally respected lieire that his dis? 
passionate and statesmanlike utterances 
have done much to promote a spirit of 
moderation. As is well known, both in 
and out of Parliament, Mr. Macdonald 
strongly favored national schools.

Calgary and Edmonton! line. The agrees 
ment with the company was duly exes 
ented, aud the time for tfts completion! 
of the line to the Saskatchewan was en 
tended to December 21, 1890. Thai 
length of this section is about 225 miles. 
The Hudson Bay Railway Company, byj 
its charter, is entitled to a land subi 
sidy of 1,440,000 acres in Manitoba, 
while for the section from the norths 
era boundary of the province to the ter. 
minus at Hudson Bay there is a further 
land subsidy of 5,440,000 acres. With' 
such a splendid subsidy one would have 
thought that there would have been no 
difficulty in raising the necessary capital, 
to build the line. Newspaper readers. 
know, however, how American railway'' 
securities have depreciated during the 
[mat few years ; it has been next to im. 
possible to secure capital for new enters 
prises. Hence it was felt to be futile 
in the present depressed state of the 
money market to attempt to float such 
an important scheme as that of the 
Hudson Bay Railway. Recently the cpms 
pany, recognizing the strong desire th^t 
prevailed iu Manitoba aud the North* 
west for the construction of the line, 
came forward with a scheme for the 
capitalization of the cash subsidy and 
partially of the laud subsidy, on the 
strength of assurances from prominent 
capitalists in England, that in the event 
of the Government acceding to the pros 
position the necessary additional capital 
required would be forthcoming. Tie 
Government has accordingly entered in­
to an arrangement with Mr. Hugh Suthi 
erland, president of the company, to - 
loan the company $2,500,000, the Gov- 
erufteut retaiifing the land grant and 
the annual subsidy already mentioned, 
namely, $80,000 a year.

“ It was the only good turn he ever 
done her. But the poor children I What’s 
to become of them ? ”

Only Mrs. Swallow knew what a hell 
upon earth this man had made of her 
life. She never told the neighbors of his 
cruelty. But they knew, for often, late 
at night, they heard Bell's heavy foot­
steps in unsteady progress up the stairs, 
and Bell’s voice, thick and uncertain with 
drink, howling curses and threats at the 
woman even before he reached his rooms. 
Then the neighbors heard the sound of 
blows and struggles, which ended only 
when sleep overcame .the drunken brute. 
Death by his own bands was far too 
good for him, the other tenants said, 
even if he hadn’t committed murdér.

Only a teyr days ago the woman Ap­
plied to the police to have Bell ejected 
from the house. Two or three months 
ago Bell was charged with stealing a 
horse rug, but was let off on suspended 
sentence.

William Gorrie, 63 Duke-street, the 
man of Whom Bell was jealous, 
a World reporter last night : “
I have been friends for a long time, fast 
friends. Bell used to invite me up to 
see him, and when we met on the street 
we always would have a drink together, 
when either of us had the price. The 
first trouble we had was when Bell 
thought Mrs. Swallow was making a 
little too much of me.’ Yes, we had a 
fight Jast Tuesday night, and I am sorry 
that I .bruised him up so badly.” Gorrie 
said that it wa-q his intention to marry 
Mrs. Swallow in the near future. “ We 
had Told Bell,” continued he, “ that the 
house would be sold, and we would have 
no more need for his services, 
not like that, and I guess that is what 
brought on the fight om Tuesday. Since 
the fight! I did nut go to the bouse, and 
Bell did not go out, so we. did not meet 
at all. I would meet Mrs. Swallow in 
the street at night, but would leave her 
at the door. Saturday night she came 
out of the house about 7 o’clock, and 
we had a walk together. While we 
Were iu the street Bell met us, and did 
not greet us very kindly. Mrs. Swallow 
went to the Clyde Hotel aud worked 
there until 9 o'clock, when we went for 
a second walk, reaching her houee about 
10 o’clock.”

Bell would seem to have returned to 
the house after meeting Gorrie and Mrs. 
Swallow and prepared for the deed. The 
razor had been strapped to a keen edge. 
A whisky bottle with but a few drops 
remaining, a pail containing the * last 
dregs of a quart of beer, and two small 
glasses sitting on the kitchen table told 
the story of his scheme to stupify his 
victim.

4 m Where Death Played the Dost.
When the officers and several strong 

men got into the premises where death 
had played the host for perhaps several 
hours, and saw what Mrs. Hewitt had 
seen, they, too, turned pale and evinced 
a weakness at the knees.

In that back room, which John Bell 
had turned into a shambles, were a bed 
aud cot. They wejre on either side of 
th eapnrtment. 
right of the door, were 
affrighted babes, their 
staring, at the bed in the southeast cor­
ner. On the bed facing the door lay Mrs. 
Swallow, the mother of the babes, with 
her throat cut so deep as to almost 
sever the body from the head. She was 
attired only in a nightdress. On her face 
was a look of agony, and one of her low­
er limbs protruded from under the bed 
clothes, as though sh ehad made one final 
struggle, but death must have been in­
stantaneous. Immediately behind her, 
half resting upon his side and half upon 
his* back, was the body of Bell, clad m a 
guernsey and flannel shirt, aud with a 
gapfng wound in his throat almost as 
deep ns that in Mrs. Swallow's. His face 
was contorted iu a manner dreadful to 
witness. Immediately under fois right 
fcqnd, as if it had dropped from his nerve­
less lingers, was the bloodstained rate dr 
with which the double-tragedy had been 
enacted. Blood was everywhere. It dyed 
the bed clothes and formed a pool upon 
the floor. It was butchery most horrible.

A Deliberate Deed
From the circumstances surrounding 

the case it is evident that Bell had de­
cided to kill the woman with whom 
he lived and then commit suicide. Of 
the determination with which he carried 
o-ut his purpose there can be no doubt. 
He spared himoejf as little as he did his 
paramour. :

A,u examination of the rooms showed 
no scrap of paper or .any writing ex­
plaining the crime. The man had left 
no word as to why he had killed him­
self. p Doubtless the deed had been done 
in the dark. Anyway, there was no 
time fop writing.

On a table was a letter to Mrs. Swal­
low, evidently from her father, and 
signed Thomas Cathrian, Willi ngton, 
Durham County, England. It related 
solely to personal matters, and spoke 
of sickness in the family, and difficulty 
experienced in eking out a livelihood.

Tbe Babes Slept on Unconsciously.
The drawer in the bureau, in which 

the razor was usually kept, was parti­
ally opened, and the surroundings told 
the story of the crime. A few days ago 
Bell accused the woman of unfaithful­
ness. having returned to the house and 
found a young man there. He attacked 
the man, aud received a thrashing, his 
eye being still black, as the result of 
the encounter. He had, perhaps, 
to the determination then to kill 
woman and himself, although his having 
disrobed would indicate that the idea 
may have come to him as he lay m bed 
trying to court sleep. He arose in 
bed, reached over to the drawer 
and took out the razor. Then he 
reached over and cut Mrs. . Swallow s 
throat, and afterwards cut/ his own. ihe 
two babes in the cot were not awaken­
ed while the sickening deed was being 
done. When they awakened at daylight, 
as usual, they noticed the blood, but 
thought, as they said afterwards, that 
Mr. Bell's nose was bleeding.”
