HOW THE RACE WAS ROWED.
PARTICULARS OF THE EVENT.

From the St. John Globe.]

Rivessior, July 31, 5.43 o'clock. —From
four to five o’clock the water was in excel-
lent condition, hardly & ripple disturbing
its surtace. The wind was blowing from
the South-west but was very light, and
everything seemed to conduce to have the

boat race take place at last under the
most favorable circumstances.

At 4.40 o’clock Sheriff Harding arrived
om an engine and landed amidst the loud
and continued cheers from the throngs on
shore. = A row-boat being in readiness the
Sheriff was soon taken on board the Juges’
boat, and at 4.45 she stecamed down to Tor-
ryburn Cove.

The signal to come out was at once
sounded, and in three minutes Ross was
eut in his boat stripped to the buff, as in
the morning. Hanlan appeared two min-
utes later, with blue shirt as before, and
veceived loud cheers from the crowd on the
Judges’ boat.

At 5 o'clock, the men were given their
fnstructions and ordered into line. The
water was in good condition, when, at 8
min. 16 secs. past 5, the men were off,
Hanlan being inside.

Ross took the lead and struck out vigor-
ously, pulling 32 to the minute. Hanlan
followed at the same pace, but, pulling a
Jonger stroke soon got cven, and before he
reached Appleby's wharf he had passed
Ross. Above the wharf Hanlan was pull-
32 strokes, going along beautifully, Ross
following at 30 strokes.

Three hundred yards from Appleby’s
.wharf Ross’ boat was seen to capsize and
for a moment it was feared he had been
.drowned. It was soon scen, however,
4hat he was clinging to his boat, and a boat
went off and picked him up.

Ross said the spring of the rowlock
sworked out and he upset, breaking the box
.of the boat. Hanlan, meantime, went up
Ahe course taking his time, however, and
went round the stakeboat at 5.28. On his
return he showed some fine rowing, but
did not over exert himself. He reached
the winning point in about 37 minutcs.

The accident did not appear to do Ross
any barm. . When taken on board the
_Judges’ boat he was very reticent, feeling
wery badly over the way in which he had
lost the race. He says the boat got in bad
condition soon after the race started, and
Ahat he was watching the boat and not
Haanlan.

*" General regret was felt at Ross’ misfor-
tune, but the prevalent opinion was that
fe was overmatched. At Appleby’s
awharf, three quarters of & mile from the
start, Hanlan was a length ahcad. Ross
struggled gamely while rowing. There was
great excitement on shore during the con-
tinuance of the sport, but the accident to
Ross, of course, threw a damper over the
‘day’s sport.

MURDERED FOR HIS GOLD.

AN UNSUSPECTING PEDLAR MURDERED-—THE
GUILTY MAN FLEES FROM JUSTICR—HE
18 SEEN IN THIS CITY~—THE DE--
TECTIVES AT WORK.

The details of a most revolting and cruel
murder have just been received by the po-
lice authorities, and sergeants and detec-
tives ave at work to bring the felon to a
var of justice. Both murderor and victim
are from this city, and the following are
the shocking circumstances of the crime :

« Mathieu Mathevon, was a pedlar, en-
gaged principally in the sale of silk goods,
which he took with him in considerable
quantities. The night before last he was
in Rouse's point, where he met John Cos-
tofrolaz, a jeweller of that place. The
two were together for some time, and in
the evening a gentleman in the Custom
House saw them embark together in a boat
for a sail on the lake, ' There was nothing
extraordinary about their appearance, but
several hours afterward Costofrolaz was ob-
served coming from the water's edge alone.
This at once attracted attention, and he
was catechised as to where his friend was.
He replied as carelessly as his conscience
would allow, ¢ He's goue West,” after
which he took his way homealone. There
was nothing about his manner to arouse
suspicion, and the matter was left there.
Yesterday afternoon, as a small steamboac
was paseing over the same shect of water,
those on board

turned over by the prow of the vessel. The
body bore no signs of decomposition, and
appearcd to have been in the water but for
a short time. Its ghastly appearance was
rendered more awful by a terrible wound
in the forchead, and it was taken on shore
and recognized as the corpse of Costo-
frolaz’s companion. The news spread
through the place like wild-fire, and soon
the excited townsmen were scarching
diligently for the suspected man,
but he was nowhere to be found. Those
more acquainted with Mathevon -gathered
around, and it was found that a valuable
gold watch had been taken from his pock-
et. The fact then became known that he
had with him about $2,000 worth of goods,
which it became evident had been the

to commit the inhuman deed. Telegrams
were at once sent flying in all directions ;
first to Deputy-Chief of Police Naegele of
this city, which he received at one o’clock
this morning. Immediately =Detectives
Lafon and Riche and Sergeant Dreifuss,
with several men, started on the search,
and it was not very long before the detect-
ives found where the murdered man had
been boarding on Amherst strect, Mrs.
Cross, the landlady, told them that Costo-
frolaz, alias Dr. Mirabel, had been at her
house during the afternoon. He came up
the steps and rang the bell, His face was
pale and haggard, and the stcrn gaze of his
¢ye made her shudder as

orif he had met with any accident. He
replied, # No, he has gaone to Albany, and
I must hurry after him.” She then no-
ticed that his moustache had been recently
cut, but he hurriedly left her, and put an
end to her questioning. The detectives
then left and telegrams were sent to  Que-
bec, St. Jerome and all points where in-
formation was likely to be had. The vic-
tim was a Frenchman, baving come out

Another of the party,
named Adams, who was in the boat,
reached over to rescue him, but was
dragged into the water. Paul Lods,
the adjuster of scales for that district,
was on the bank of the lake, and see-
ing the accident, and being an excel-
lent swimmer, threw off his coat and
plunged into the lake. On reaching
the other two they grasped him round
the body, and the three were drowned.
Two of the bodies were recovered ten
minutes after, life being extinct. The
other body was recovered about an
hour after. Mr. Lods was 20 years of
age, and was the sole support of his
elderly father and mother. The other
two who met their death by the acci-
dent were 16 and 17 respectively.—Hz.

EUROPE.

Loxpox, August 2.—The Nautilus ar-
rived on Thursday in Mounts Bay Inlct on
the coast of Cornwall. William and Wal~
ter Andrews, of Boston, landed in the vil-
lage of Cornwail, appearing greatly fatigu-
ed. For a few days after leaving the Ame=
rican coast they experienced fuir weather,
but it soon changed, and fogs, wind and
rain prevailed for a considerable period.
Their bed clothes got quite wet and for
four weeks they had to sleep in wét clothes;
many days they could take no sleep an
were worked o hard by reason of the bad
weather that they could scarcely eat or
drink anything. On the fourth of July
they had the luxury of a bottle of lager
beer, which they kept specially for that
day. For eighteen days they never saw
the sun and could take no observations.
They sailed through several schools of
whales, and spoke several steamers and
sailing vessels. From the 15th of July to
the 26th they had terrible weather and
broke their chronometer. When they made
8cilly Light they were very much exhaust-
ed, and hove to in Mullion Roads on Wed-
nesday night. William seems to feel the
strain most. Walter looks better, but has
a bad hand, caused by so much stecring.
The whole passage occupied forty-five
days. The two brothers leave for Havre
as soon as the weather permits after hav-
ing a little necessary rest.

Loxoox, August 2.—A meeting of “the
German and Austrian Emperors has been
postponed, but will take place at Balz-
burg.

Alluding to the delay of Turkey in rati-
fying the treaty of Berlin, a  Vieuna cor-
respondent mentions a telegram from Con-
stantinople saying that intrigues were dis-
covered aiming at the overthrow of Safvet
Pasha, a return to the San Stefano treaty,
and a Russian protecterate, and that the
Sultan was at one time inclined to yield to
the project.

It is rumored that General Todleben re-
fuses to withdraw n man from the vicinity
of Constantinople before the withdrawal of
the British ficet,

The Austrian vanguard arrived at Ban-
jaluke. The Turkish officials and Austrian
Consul-General fled from Serajevo, Capital
of Bosnia, on account of the menacing at-
titude of the populace. It is stated the
Austrians were fired at two hours after
crossing the River Save by united Mahom-
medan and Christian Lands. Tt is suid
these will fall back and concentrate in the
defiles leading to Herzegovina as the Aus-
trians advance.

Queexstowy, July 20.—At 10 &, m., yes-
terday morning the White Star steamer Ad-
riatic, from Liverpool for New York,
whilst stopping in Channel during a heavy
fog, was run into by the brigt. G. A, Pyke,
from Dublin (ccment). Said vessel sank
immediately after collision, and although
boats were at once lowered by the steamer
only one man, i Stephen H h
was rescued of a crew of six. It is report:
ed that the Adriatic sustained no damage ;
and she procecded, as alrcady advised.

Loxpox, Aug. 4.—The banquet in honor
of Lords Beaconsfield and Salisbury, at the
Mansion House, last night, was a grand
affair. Most of the Ministcrsand & brilliant
company were present. Lord Beaconsficld
reviewed the recent events and belicved
that peace would be durable because all the
powers were satisfied, There was a party
in Russia, by no means the most influcntial
which had been checked. The relations
with all the powers were most friendly,
especially with Russia and France. He
could not conceive of a greater misfortune
than estrangement from France,

Dusuix, Aug. 4. —The Fenian Kelly was
liberated from Mount Joly prison, on
Saturday on account of ill health.
