The rough 
skin of the tongue scratches the lips, and 
when they have once become chapped 
the least contact is enough to keep the 
cut open.

see the number of trotting and trot» 
ting-bred horses that are to be found 
throughout the country—that is, in the 
imagination of the owners. • The fast 
horse craze has struck nearly every 
neighborhood, and old men, as well as 
young men, who like good steppers 
are frequently blowing their horns 
about some favorite nag that they hap­
pen to be in possession of, and that 
probably can out-foot any ordinary 
work horse or draw a buggy along at a 
fair gait. A little speed goes a long 
ways in the minds of some men,espec­
ially those who know but little about 
the combinations of trotting blood. A 
driving horse that can trot a mile with­
in or near three minutes is considered 
a good one — and there are very few 
drivers that can do it. The great 
trouble is that when the owners diecov 
er a little speed in their horses they get 
wild over it, and often ruin what would 
in all probability make a good driver by 
trying to make a track horse out of him. 
The first thing to take into considera­
tion when the development of speed is 
contemplated is the breeding and pedi­
gree of the animal. If there is no 
trotting blood found in the ancestry 
of a horse it is useless to try to make 
much of a trotter out of him. The 
breeding ie a better indication o? su­
perior racing qualifications by far than 
by accidental bursts of speed. Scrub 
trotters may show up well for a while 
in slow classes, but when they ate 
brought down to fine work, among 
horses that are able to do good work, 
they are invariably failures, and never 
pay for the trouble in developing them. 
— Exchange.

— A writer in the American Medical 
Journal urges, in case of premises or 
apartments where there is diphtheria, 
that the moat convenient method of 
fumigation ia to drop a email pinch of 
sulphur upon a hot stove, if there is one 
in the room ; if there be no stove in 
the room, a few coale on a shovel or 
other convenient utensil may be oar» 
ried into the room, and the sulphur 
dropped on the coale—a little exper­
ience soon enabling any one to deter­
mine how much sulphur to burn in 
each room. It is not necessary, be re* 
marks, to fill the room ao full of these 
sulphur fumes as to cause suffocation, 
and if in any case a little to much is used 
causing offensive fumes, the dôore and 
windows can he opened for a minute 
or two. Other disinfectants may of 
course be employed, but these sulphur 
fumes are found to permeate every 
crevice in the house—the fact being 
that it is the most practical and ef­
fectual method of disinfection against 
the spread of the disease that can be 
adopted; is useful, indeed, in the house 
infected and in all neighboring houses.
