Students.
To the Editor of the Monitor:

Dear Sir,—Will you kindly permit me
through your columns to call the attention
of teachers and others interested to the 13th
regulation regarding the Provincial Exami-
nation of High School students. This Reg-
ulation is as follows:— :

Reg. 13.—Candidates for High School
Provincial Certificates will be expected to

the various grades in order.
1893 candidates will not be admitted to the
examination of the higher grades without
evidence of the proficiency in the subjects of
the preceding grades. b -

As uncertainty appears to exist in refsrd
to the interpretation of the regulation 1 am
authorized tostate that, for the present, the
evidence of proficiency required will consist
of the opinion of tbe principal or teachers
recommending candidates for examination,
(with the statement in the certificate which
candidates sign at the examination), that
they have not neglected any portion of the

revious imperative course prescribed for
gigh school students. This will make it
possible for candidates to apply through
their teachers for examination for provincial
certificates of any grade for which they may
be considered qualified. It will not, there-
fore, be necessary for candidates to bold
provincial certificates of scholarship of grades
preceding that for which application for
examination is made. This gives consider-
able power to teachers, and it is expected
that it will be judiciously used.
