Ab-
sence from worship without urgent
cause 1s a sign that the heart is not
intent as it should be upon the one
thing needful, and there is great
danger that the evil will grow upon
us and prove our ruin. For the
sake of our own souls as well as
for the love of others we should

not neglect the assembling of our-
selves togethes.—Selected.
