I wn pleased to be able
to send a moro favorable report than last
year. Hay, which made a splendid
appearancs the first of June, will be goed,
although perhaps not such a heavy crop
as contemplated some two or three weeks
ago., It has evidently been injured by
the great drought of last summer, other
wise the yield would have been unusually
heavy, It is very enrly; some have
already commenced to cut. 'Wheat, very
little sown on account of the failure the
past two years, caur2d by the weevil
Oats,—those sown carly are looking
simply splendid ; unless the remainder
of the season is very favorable, the late
ones will be light, Potatoes are making
a fair show ; many fields wore planted
when the land was quite too wet; the
present indications are that wo will have
an average yield. The Colorado Destlo
is again visiting his favourite haunts,
although not as yet in alarming numbers,
The season g0 far has been favorable for
Turnips, Mangolds, &c. The southern
slope of the Cobequid Mountains is not
a fruit district. ~Will some of your
readers tell us in the JourNAL oF Acni-
ovLTURE thereason? Generally speaking,
the present prospects of the farnors are
much more cheering than at this dute
last year.

There is wo doubt, how-
over, that a certain diminution in every
crop has taken place for lack of wmoisture,
in which respect, it is said, Halifax hes
fared differently., In Truro Mr. Brown's
{ears about individual exhibitors of roots
at the *Dominion and Cenitnnisl
Exhibition " being obliged to take 750
1bs, of mangold wurtzel, in the shape of
25 roots, so long a distance, will not
likely be realized. Without particular
izing the crops further, allow mo to zdd
that in many directions large ereas in
potatoes are noticesbls, and that with
several farmers barley is taking the place
of wheat, The best field ef wheet the
writer has seen is ono of 27 ac.es ab
Qakfield, in your rainy counyy. I isa
