The words of tho Holy futher have
not been without somo offect. At the
Teatro Valle, of unenviable rapute, the
Zccone company is giving  serios of
represvntations.  One of the itema of
its repertonre is tho * Christ” of Bovia,
for 1t was Zccone himself that arigin
ated the 1dea of bringing DBovio's
“ Christ” upon the stage. The repro-
sentation of this play has boen prohib
ited in Rome * for reasons of pubhe
order.”

Bvio, however, has appealed against
this prohiintion, in these words, for-
warded to the President of the Cham
ber :—* The undersignid appeals to
the Minister of the Interior on the
subj ct of the concession mwade to the
Vaucan to the detriment of liberty of
thought and conecience by probibiting
the representation at Rome of the
*Cuorist’ which has already been made
in soveral towas of lisly without the
slightest disturbance of public order.-—
Bovio."”

It scems, however, likely that the
Catholics of Ruma will gtitl be spared
the sorrow which a retractation on the
part of tho Minister would cavee them.

Montennis has bern upon tho staff of
the Munitenr de Lime, Under the
nom de plume of * Romanus™ be has
written many articles upon passing
events in the murky sphere of Italian
Adminstration. He was a most brilli
ant writer and was gifted with a most
cutting irony that ofter smated the
shoulders of the present masters of
Rome. Ho kept a special eyo upon the
megalomanias and fictions of the 77ri-
ouna, which often suffered much frow
hta racyand vivid animadversions. Na-
turally he was very much feared. Gov-
croment hss just confessed his power
by issuing an arbitrary decree for his
expulsion. He was visited by two
detectives who invited him to the Ques-
ture, where he was shown the decree of
banishment. He received itin the best
of spirits and merely asked for two
days to prepare for the jouraey.  Oaly
n part, however, of one day was grant-
ed him. 1lo was then conducted again
to the Questura, where he was detained
till the departura of tho train. At the
station be was met by his old compan-
ions, who were very indigant ard sorry
at the loss of his cc-operation. 1lis
last words to them were au revoir.  He
was then secompanied in the train by
two soldicrs, «ho politely led him
across the frontier. The causes of ex-
pulsion were not stated in tho decree.
