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THE OBSEQUIES OF 81K ke E. CARTIER.

0o the arrival of the ~ Druid ' at Montreal, on Wednesday
morning, the jith inst., the remauins of the late Minister of
Militia were conveyed to the Court Hounse, where a chapelle
ardente had been prejared o the Advocates” Robing Roowm.
The piliare on the portico of the buildiog were hung with
black, and inside the spacicus vestibule was drajped in black
and orange.  The chapel kad been tastefully arranged by the
Sisters of the Providence.
light being shed Ly a gasalier and Ly candles which were
burning., The cheicest dowers were pat in every convenient
and appropriate place, nud hesgvy draperies, suspended from
the centre of the cmling, fell in graceful carves, forming a
sort of dome, over the catafalque.

The black drapings were edued with
silver trimmings and bLuttons set at regular  intervals,
and silver stars attached to black escutcheons at the four
corpers, The second story was that upou which the coftin
rested,  Its base was adorned with a number of smull wreaths
of violets spangled with white fowrets, twined by the Ladies
of the Hochelaga Convent ; and at the four corners, wore large
wreaths of the same colour and form,  Four columna sup-
ported the frame, and were surmounted with tufted black
crogses,  Tmmudiately abiove these, aud at the extremities of
the roof, were four wimilar crosser.  In the centre of the roof,
towered a massive silver cross, elegantly designed and taste-
fully chisclled.
