The Bishop of
London’s private ohaplain had in recent yesars
exeroised 8o littlo osre in the admission of
readers to be commissioned by the Bishop after
a very polemn service, that several of those
still retained on the list would hardly be dd-
mitted to the office now by the Readers’ Board,

action of the Rvader's Board is being wat~hed
