Acting on this
ides, I hastaned to Ottawa, ln order to get
vice-regal sanction, for, aa you May suppose,
I did net intend belonging to the common
bard of that honorable but' much abuied
profession.

WHAT MR. PlERAULT SAID ON ET. DENIS11 TREET.
A meeting of citizens was beld on St. Denis
