KUNZE'S LETTER.

He entitled it *‘ My Confession.” It says:—

“It surprited me very much whea I read
in the papers to.day that [ was to go on the
stand as a witness for the State’s Attorney,
What have I to tell ths State’s Attorney? I
conld tell him nothing unless 1 told hima
fairy tale, whereby innocent persons wonld
saffsr. If I bad takea Dan Coughlin to the
{Oarlson) cottege It wonld bave been told
tong ago. I wonld have told it when they
kept me in the palice atation for ten days. 1
never nsed D .n Coughlin's buggy and cannot
thersfore give falae testimony, withough Mr.
Longenecker promised me wmy libercy 3t 1
would say so. Oh, how gladly would I take
my liberty if I knew something of the story
and could say so to the State’'s Attorney!
Bat I will not swear falaely for any money in
the world, Not even i{ my life ts in peril
could I see any innooant person suffer cn ac-
count of me.

“That I ran sroeund with Dan Coughlin
until April 10, 1889, is true, and thatI bore
a falze name on the south slde Isalso trne,
but this 1 have alrsady confemsed to the
State’s Attorney. That the othera had some-
thing to do with this (Cronln) matter I now
believe myself, if for no other reason than
because of thelr behavior In jafl. I am sure
that Barke is one of the mlicreants. I maw
and felt it yesterday. When the clothes of
Dr, Cronln were brought Into the court reom
he trembled violently, which fs a proot of
hia guilt. The others were as white as snow.
I thank God that I have a clear conscience,
have nobody to fear and nothlog to mske me
tremble. So far as my false pame is con.
oerned that will be cleared up by the Scha.
feld¢ distillery matter,becaure I was shadowea
at that time and they wanted to take import-
ant papers from me,

Ouatline ol the Case for the Defence,

ORicAqo, Ill., Nov. 14.—The prosecutors in
the Cronin oase are well eatisfied with the oase
they have made ont againat the suxpects, and
have no fear of the outcome. The sawe opinion
is held by persons who bhave listened to the
testimony. QOoughlin bas been indisputably as-
sociated with the plot that carried Cronin to
his death, He was seen at the Carlson cottage
and was known to bs drinking near the scene of
the murder on the faval night. Burke's ten.
anery of the cottage, his association with the
myaterions J. B. Simonde, and his flighy for
Kurope after the murder, will lik«ly convict him
O'Sullivan has been caught in nnmerous lies,
He was alao seen driving with Cougblin in the
neighbourhood of the cottsge on the night of
the murder. The strange contract he made with
Oronin, which eventually resuited in luring the
victim to hie doom, is amsther atroog point
agaiort the iceman. Kuunze's complicivy in the
conspiracy ia not 10 well established as that of
thess three, yet it appears from the testimony
of the State’'s witnesses that the painter was
the aasociate of Coughlin and O'Sullivan on the
night of the murder, that he waa seen to drive
a bay horse in front of the cottage that day,and
that he visited Simonds on Clarke street. Baggs
will probably be acquidted. He was arrested
on information which seemed to associate him
with a secret oirole that had sealed the dostor’s
doom. Thus far Beggs has not been dirsctly
involved in the conspiracy.

It in said that the State has some witness
held back that will surprise the Oronin suspects,
J. J. Clancy. of New York, will testify toan
interview he had with O'Sullivan shortly after
Dr.Cronim’s hody wae found,in which O'Sullivan
deaied all connection with the Clan-na-Gasl,
acquaintance with Dan Coughlin and Alex,
Suilivan, aud a great many other material facta
that have since come out in evidence.

WRECKED

By Bursting Dams.

TWO LOST IN THE FLOOD.

Terrible Struggles for Life.

—

Tozonro, November 13.—Some bours before
daylighs this mornlog the villsge of Alton, in
the townahip of Caledon, Oounty of COardwell,
and o the line of the Owen Sound branch of
the Canadian Pacific rallway, some forty miles
from bere, had s Gire viutasion. A calamisy
similar in it features %o she Johnatown dis-
aater, though happily ons much smaller seale,
spread destruction through she small com-
munity. Bui shree o'clock, as near as can be
sscertained, flood, les loose from six mill dame,
deluged the village. Houses were sweps away
by the torrsnt and the greater part of the
po tionin with the space of an hour, aa the
volume of wader increased, were stroggling so
save their lives and property. Two lhives were
lost.  Alton is sn unincorporated village with a
population of three or four hundred pecp'e. It
1 10 the centre of an agricultural districs, and
she principal industrivs are in the flour milling
and woollen trades.  The mill dams, fed by a
lt_ﬁnm, are situated in a line at the head of the
villsge.

The rains of Thursday night aswell:d the
stresm o such a degree shat it burst ths dam of
McClellan’s flour mill, which iathe furtheet off
and about half a mile beyond the village, This
dam enclosed about eight acres of water and
the embankment muat have given way oom-
pletely and in an instans since, acorrding 6o all
that can be learned, the whole voluwe of water
was borne down like a wave aloog the narrow
valley of $he atream. The impediments in the
way of the current were not very great. Some
four or five bridges, principally tunber struct-
urex and not very massive at that, were awept
along hke structures of straw, The mighty
wave, oatching m'll dam after mill dam a-x it
tore along, increased in'volume snd everthing in
the shape of s svructure that it struck was
whirled aloog on its cress.

A MASBITE WALL DEMOLISHED,

Next o McOlellan’s mill was & w. 0ilen mill,
with & dam holding five or six acres of water,
» couple of fathoma deep in places, and below
this agmin was the foundry of Dick & Co., »
stone building on the bank of the stream and
very massive. The rear wall faced the stream,
snd the building bad a depth of a hundred and
fifty feet or so. All that portion of the foundry
struck by the wave was swept away completely.
Thia iocluded the priocipal wing, whera the
machinery was, and the moulding shop. Of the
latter not a trace remains, It wae washed clean
away. The wnext struocture on the river bank
woa W, Alge’s woollen mill, the dam ot which
held teven acres of water, a volume equal to
that of McClellan’s dam, owing to its greater
depth. Here there wae terrible evidence of the
power of the torrent. The dam embaskment
and all the buildings adjoining it were obliter-
ated. The rest was a wreck. Further on was
the dam of Ward's wooilta mill. This went
away on the flood, but the mill itself, standivg
in on an arm or bend of the river, escaped.
The same complete destruction was she case
with the mills of Mr. Meek and Mr. Me-
Kinnon, of which scarcely a trace has been Jeft
remaining.

The villsge of Alton stands in from the river
where it tekes a bend through an opening plain.
This alone saved the lives of hundreda of the
inhabitante, The gieat wave carrying along
with it the volume of six or seven large dams
and che wreckage of sa many mills spread out
when 1t escaped from the narrower oonfines of
the river bed, But nothwithatanding this terri-
ble bavoc to property still was done. Home
dwellings nearer the river were floated away
and the ccoupants in eome cases had to swim
for their lives, Awful acenes were witnessed in
the endeavor of fathers and mothers torescne
their children from the boiling waters, The
night was dark and we! acd lanterns had to be
obtained from the upper end of the village,
where the flood had not created so mush dam-
age. In the emall population every individnal
was known to all the others and neighbors
wenb groping around in the night, calling on
one snother by name. One man, after reecning
hia wife and chiid, had the laster torn from his
arme by a rush of water. troggling and
planging sfter it as the little one was canied on
by the ourrent, he sgain recovered the child
where the flow of water waa broken by a heap
of wreckage. Socenes like shese followed each
other for over an hour, and at half-pase four, as
the morning was begioning to dawn on the de-
eerted village, the population had been collecd-
edin one spot with only two miesinr ones
reported.

THE ONLY ONE8 DROWNED.

An old couple named Harris lived togetber
in a frame cottage ab the lower end of the
village. When daylight broke on the acene the
water covered the spot where their honse had
stood. Search was instituted in every quarter,
sand about noon the old man's body was found
entangled in the wreck of some of the cottages.
All day the search for the body of his belp mate
was continued, but 80 far withont succeas, Ib
is feared that she was swept into the centre of
the flood and carried down along the river,
Orapgeville is the nearesb town to Alton, and
some Aeristance was send out from their to-day.
The Oanadian Pacific trains are blucked owing
to the partial destruction of one of ibe bridges
on that line, but the injury will he made well
before mrping. Telegraph communication has
not suffered, but there have not yev cume to
hand reports of nrgent need of assistance to the
inhabitants, On ghis account it was not con-
sidered necessary to-night to send relief from
Toronto, though there is doubt that is would
reach any quicker than by wsiting further
particulara., The entire damage to property as
far as is ab present estimated is $40,000, but is
is feared thav it is considerably more. The
damage to property is not a0 g0 much taken into
socount bere as the po:sible suffering in Alton
to-night, Varioue reports about she weaknesa
of the dam embankment have been made bat it
ia impossible without more atrict enquiry to
jaatify these,

AYPEAL FOR AID,

ArroN, Ont,, November 14.—~The body of
Mrs. Harris, the second viotim of the Alton
horror, was found to day at 2 o’clock in a pile
of driftwood seventy-five yards below the Cana-
dian [Dacific railway bridge. The body was
coneiderably bruised and mnoch swollen. The
village to-day >resents a dismal sppearance.

CITY VERSUS COUNTRY BOYXN
CHANOES,

Nothing could befurther from iha trath than
the feeling 20 prevalent among country boys
—~that the farmera’ sova bhave no chance in the
“race of life.”” The fact i3, the men who are
lenders in both mercantile and professionsl
life were, as a rule, brought up on a farm,

It may be sald with truth that shelr success
depended upon the fact that they left the
farm and entered college or busiaeaa life, It
will be found, however, that the men who
kave achieved the greatest sunccess are thowo
who did not leave the tarm until they bad ac-
guired the habite of Induostry and frogality
whioch can be learned newhere else so woll os
on the farm. A model ocurse of trainiog
either for the professions or for businese
would be 20 years on the farm and 10 years
in college or in acquiring business experi-
ence,

The Office say that country boys have no
oonception of the advantagea they pomzess
over thelr city cousins, For the most part
the idea seems to prevall that the oity hoy
has all the opportanities, while _the ceuntry
boy has only privations and dieappointments,
And yet, when we come to look the buainess
of the city over, we find that among the suo-
cessful men those of city birth and tralslog
are in the minority, while thore who spent
their boyhood in the country and commenoed
the race apparently handiospped, are in the
majority.

New York oity s a strlking instance of this

faot. The merchant princes, 8o oalled, and
the rallway magnates, as they are commonly
termed, together with the bankers, brokers,
liwyers, dootors, manufacturers, judges, edit-
torr, inventors and accountants, with hosts
of othery too numereus 10 name, who have
achieved the mostdissingnished sucoesr in thelr
speoial fields of labor, are nat, as a rnle, New
Yorkers by birth and eduoation. The leading
men, with very few exceptions, In all
the walks of life In the motrepolls were
eduoated ousside of the city, and not a small
proportion of them were country hoys a few
years ago,
The reasons for this are not very bard to
discover, In the firet piace, the procession
of events before the gezs of a oity boy Iseo
rapld shat he has no time to seize npon any
one thing for himeelf, If it bo only a book
or a paper $hat comnes in this way, It Is not
prized, because of nocessity it must make way
for its sncoessor of the morrow, Aguin, busi-
pess {s conduoted on mo large a scale thas ae
obaerver or apprentioe he oan only become ac-
quainted with s suordinate part. He seldom
bas the opportunity to study a given business
in its entirety., Opportunities for amuse-
ment are sc many aud the habls or indulgence
formed in childheod s so hard to break, thas
much valoable time is loat in that direction ;
and 10 we might go on enumerating many
other things equally unfortunste for the train-
ing of the city boy for the active respona:-
bilisles of a successful business,.

Last, but not lesat, ths average city boy
has not the physloal stamina that hard work,
the only method of attaining success In the
business world, so lmperatively demands, On
the uther hand the country boy has lelsure.
Heo has very few smusements snd be prizes
and thereforeatudiss thebooksand papers that
fall in his way. He finishes one thing before
he takea up another. If he learns any busi:
ness while in the country, it in one a0 amall
fn extent,and of so few Qetaile,that he compre-
hends every feature ot it 1f he has deoided
ability for mansgement, it le not at all
strange to find bim in the directlon of sffalrs
