DELEGATIONS.

1.-Ald. Fraser, acompanied by Messrs Fleet and Beau-
vais, appeared before the Cominttee anent an extract from
the minutes of the monthly meeting of the City Council,
held the 14th of June 1909, concerning a petition from rate-
payers asking for an additional entrance to Mount Royal
Park.

-And a debate arising,
Mr. Beard, proprietor in the upper part of Simpson

street, present at tho meeting, offered to sell the City the
necessary land for the new entrance to Mount-Royal Park,
at an approximate cost of $G3WOO.

T'he chairman asked Mr. Beard to make an offer in

writing.
2.-At the reguest of Ald. Prud'homme, it was

Resolved: That a report be made to Council, recommend-
ing that the offer made by proprietOrs to cede gratuitouisly
and without conditions Westmount avenue, in Mount-Royal
ward, be accepted; and, furthermore, that a notariai deed

be prepared accordingly and that His Worship the Mayor
and the City clerk be authorized to sign the same on be-

half of Ithe City.

3.-Resolved: That a report be made to Council, recom-
mending that the contract for the laying of a 2' x 3' brick
sewer, from the intersection of Third avenue and of St.
Jérôme street, thence along St. Jérôme to Second avenue,
and along Second avenue to Peti'to Côte road, be awarded
to the lowest tenderer Mr. M. Dineen, according to spe-
cifications, terms and conditions and form of tender and
at the prices mentioned in his tender for same, to wit:

Rock excavation, per cubie ard . . . . . . 2.98
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
