
ARTICLE IV--CABILE

Section 13-Cables
(i) In order to secure the optimum development of telecommunicationservices, an.d in view of the important strategic rôle which cables as well asradio play in a co-ordinated telecommunication system, research. and deveiop.ment work in both cable and radio communication shall be f o8tered andpromoted. The use of improvements sucli as submarine repeaters and mnulti-channel operation shall wherever possible be eneouraged.

(ii) Inasmuch as the trans-Atiantie cables formn an integral part of a worldtelecommunication system, uniform procedures and techniques shall be adoptedin their operation. The present arrangements for inutual consultation andcooperative action with respect to the trans-Atlantie cables shall be contînued.

ARItrCLE V-GENRAL PROVISIONS

Section 14-Consultation
(i) The parties to this Agreement shall consult on ail matters comingwithin its purview.
(ii) A.ny party to this Agreement shall, at the earliest practicable stage,notify the other parties to thi6 Agreement regarding :any intended change ina United State- Commonwealth rate.
(iii) It is recognised that because of the conditions which obtaîn in theUlnited States as to rate matters, the United States may be obliged, in exceptionalcircuInstance8, to take action in any matter involving United States Common-wealth collection rates prior te notification (except as provided in Sections 6and 7) to the other parties to the Agreement, who will, as necessary, consuitaong themselves about the resulting position.

Section l6 -Acceptance
(i) This Agreement shall be open te acceptance by the Governments whosedélegations signed the Final Act authenticating the text thereof on 12thAugust, 1949.
(ii) Acceptance shall be effeeted by deposit of an instrument with theGovernmeut of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
(ii) B y their acceptanoe of this Agreement, ail Goverumentswill acceptit both on their <>wn, behalf and ha respect of ail the territories and~ poss'essionsfor the internatioa relations of whieh tbey are responsible, subject to ýanynesary reservations.

Section 16'-Entry into force
Thais Agreenment shall come into force as between the parties thereto tapon,h. receipt by the 'United Kingdom oenetfh rscivntfcaos)f their approval. The >United igo oen ntsalnreipofuciotifications informi al] the. otiier Governmiente concerned.
