
TEEATY ON PRINCIPLES GOVERNIG THE ACTIVITIES 0F STATES IN4 T1I9
tXPL0ÉATIC» AND ÛSX 0F OUTER SPACE, INCLUDING THE MOON ANI
OTHER CELESTIAL BODIES

The States Parties to this Treaty,

Inspired by the great prospects opening up before mankind as a resuit 0f
man's entry into outer space,

Recognizing the common interest of ail mankind in the progress of tuie
exploration and use of outer space for peaceful purposes,

Believing that the exploration and use of outer space should be carried
on for the benefit of ail peoples irrespective of the degree of their econornic
or scientifie development,

Desiring to, contribute to btoad international co-operation ini the scientifiC
as well as the legal aspects of the exploration and use of outer space for
peaceful purposes,

Believing that such co-operation will contribute to the development Of
mutual tmderstanding and to the strengthening of friendly relations betwc"
States and peoples,

Recalling resolution 1962 (XVIII), entitled "Declaration of Legal PrinciPle5
Governing the Activities of States in the Exploration and Use of Outer SpacC",
which was adopted unanimously by the United Nations General Assembly On~
13 December 1963,

Recailing resolution 1884 (XVIII), calling upon States to refrain fr00'
placing in orbit around the Earth any objects carrying nuclear weapons or l5
other kinds of weapons of mass destruction or from instailing such weapons 01II
celestial bodies, which was adopted unanimously by the United Nations Genere,
Assembly on 17 October 1963,

Taking account of United Nations General Assembly resolution 110 (11) 0'
3 November 1947, which condemned propaganda designed or likely to provOUe
or encourage any threat to the peace, breach of the peace or act of aggressiln
and considering that the aforementioned resolution is applicable to outer space,

Convlnced that a Treaty on Principles Governing the Activities of State5
in the Exploration and Use of Outer Space, including the Moon and Other
Celestial Bodies, wil further the Purposes and Principles of the Charter of the#
United Nations,

Have agreed on the followlng:

ARTKiNi I

The exploration and use of outer space, including the moon and Othee
celestial bodies, shail be carried out for the benefit and in the interests of 31,
countries, irrespective of their degree 0f ecôMie ôt cne1Itifi develop±felt,
and shall be the province of ail manklnd.
