
GENERAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVEIRNMENT 0F CANADA ANDTHE GOVERNMENT 0F THE REPUBLIC 0F UGANDA ON DEVELOP-MENT CO-OPERATION

The Government of Canada and the Government of The Republjc of Uganda(hereinafter referred to as "the Government of Uganda"), wishing to strengthen theexisting cordial relations between the two countries and their peoples and moved bythe desire to foster development co-operation between the two countries in confor-mity with the objectives of economjc and social development of the Government ofUganda, have agreed to the following.

ARTICLE IThe Government of Canada and the Government of Uganda shail promote aprogramme of development co-operation, between their two countries, consisting ofone or more of the following components:
(a) the sending of appraisal and evaluation missions to Uganda to analysedevelopment projects;
(b) the granting of scholarships to, citizens of Uganda for studies and profes-sional training in Canada, Uganda, or a third country;
(c) the assignent of Canadian experts, advisers, and other specialists to Uganda;
(d) the provision of equipment, materials, goods, and services required for thesuccessful execution of development projects in Uganda;(e) the elaboration of studies and projects designed to contribute to the economicand social development of Uganda; and
(f) any other form of assistance which may be mutually agreed upon.

ARTICLE Il1. In support of the objectives of this Agreement, the Goverrnent of Canadaand the Governent of Uganda may conclude subsidiary arrangements in respectof specific projects involving one or several components of the programme describ-ed in Article 1.

2. Unless stated otherwise, any such subsidiary arrangements concerning grantsor contributions fromn the Government of Canada shall be considered as administrativearrangements.

3. Subsidiary arrangements shaîl make specific reference to the presentAgreement.
