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(b) The term "space object" includes component parts of a space object as well as its launch
vehicle and parts thereof,

(c) The term "State of registry" means a Iaunching State on whose registry a space object is
carried in accordance with Article Il.

ARTICLE Il

1. When a space object is launched into earth orbit or beyond, the launching State shall
regîster the space object by means of an entry in an appropriate registry which it shail maintain.
Each launching State shail inform the Secretary-General of the United Nations of the
establishment of such a registry.

2. Where there are two or more launching States in respect of any such space object, they
shall jointly determine which one of them shall register the object in accordance with paragraph
1 of this Article, bearing in mind the provisions of Article VIII of the Treaty on Principles
Governing the Activities of States in the Exploration and Use of Outer Space, including the
Moon and Other Celestial Bodies, and without prejudice to appropriate agreements concluded
or to be concluded among the launching States on jurisdiction and control over the space
object and over any personnel thereof.

3. The contents of each registry and the conditions under whîch it is maintained shahl be
determined by the State of registry concerned.

ARTICLE 111

I. The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall maintain a Register in which the
information furnished in accordance with Article IV shall be recorded.

2. There shall be full and open access to the information in this Register.

ARTICLE IV

1. Each State of registry shail furnish to the Secretary-General of the United Nations, as
soon as practicable, the folîowing information concerning each space object carried on its
registry:

(a) Name of launching State or States,

(b) An appropriate desîgnator of the space object or its registration number;

(c) Date and territory or location of Iaunch;

(d) Basic orbital parameters, including:

(i) Nodal period.

(ii) Inclination,

(iii) Apogee,

(iv) Perigee,

(e) General function of the space object.

2. Each State of registry may, from time to time, provide the Secretary.-General of the
United Nations wit-h additional information concerning a space object carried on its registry.
