been strengthened and animated by the growing number of your
people immigrating to Canada and our people working in a wide
range of activities here. I want my visit ---the first ever by-
a Canadian Foreign Minister -- to be the beginning of a new
stage of partnership that has already made real progress

against poverty, and holds the promise of more extensive
cooperation in trade, in development and in helping to resolve
some of the world's stubborn political problems.
