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portion of the Borough of Hove comprised in what was formierly the area of the Bruns-
wick Square and Terrace district, i.e., about one-sixth of the area, of the pissent
Borougli of Hove. On beharf of the council it was coritended that the Hove Corpora-
tion could not lawfuily prevent the erection of overhead wires across any of the streets
in Hove, and that there was nothing to prevent the suppIy of telephonie communication
to subscîibers in the Borougli of ove by means of overhead wires, as advised by the
engineer.

Whatever the menits of the contention on the part of the ove council may be (and
the committee do not for one moment admit the right ciaimed), the local government
board have refused te sanction any loan in respect of the execution of works in the
Borougli of Hove until the consent of the Hove council has been obtained.

The decision of the local governinent board was communicated te the committee
in the foliowing letter:

«'S'Ri,-I am diiected by the local government board to state that they have had
under consideration the report made. by their inspector, Colonel Slacke, after the inquiiy
held by him with reference to the application of the tewn counicil o'f Brighton foi sanc-
tion to borrow £45,000 for the establishmnent of a municipal exchange in the Brighton
telephone area,

' The board approve generaily of the acheme, but unless the consent of the town
council of Hlove is obtained, they will not be piepared to sanction any loan for the execu-
tion of works in that borough.

1 If theref oie, the town council are unable to obtain sucli consent, the board should
be furnished with a revised estimate of the cost of the scheme, exciuding ail works in
the Borough of ove.

'I arn further to ask for a copy of a resolution of the town council applying for the
boaid's consent to the use of the building on the pavilion estate as the central exchange,
under the provisions of the Brighton Favilion Estate Act, 1850, as amended by the
Brighton Pavilion Acts Amendment Act, 1876, and the Provisional Order of 1891.

1I arn at the saine time to draw attention to flhe iast paiagraph of the board's letter
of the 3rd of Maîch lest, as regards the payment of interest on capital, and te 'State
that no item on this account should be included in any revised estimate whicli may be
submitted.

The comrnittee requested the local governinent board to grant them an interview
with reference to the matter, but the board did not accede to the iequest, and the matter
of the boan bas since remained in abeyance.

The committee do not consider that the refusai on the part of ove to grant under-
grounid wayleaves constitutes any icason why the council should not proceed with the
installation of the exchange elsewhere than in the Borough of ove. They are in-
formed that the corporation cf Glasgow have encounteîed a somewhat similar diffi-
cuity but have, neveitheless, proceeded with the execution of their achemie and have
'brought it to a successfui issue.

Neither do the committee regard flhc refusal of tlieir consent by the corporation
of Hove as final, inssmuch as it appears fromn the foilowing letter received froin the
town clerk of Hove that they intend te apply for pailiamentary poweîs to construct
underground conduits in the next session cf parliaient.
