All of the foregoing donations and purchases have been insurect, and stored tii]
such time as room is made available for them. The purchases have been paid for out of
current estimates without extra demands for money; a due regard for econoxny in
general purchases for the Library having enabled the Librarians to do so.,

Attempt was made to supply the place of nxany American periodicals that were
destroyed; but in no case was a coxnplete set available, and even for imperfeet sets, the
pries asked was deemed too high and the intrinsic value of the periodicals too small to
justify the purchase.

In the course of time, such sets as may be deemed necessary, or useful, xnay be
casually obtained from the custoniary sources.

Correspondence goes on still at intervals regarding the purchase of desirablo sets,
and from year to year they may be obtained out of current revenue, without detrixnent
to the Iibrary.
