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PRAYERS.

Mr. Cameron (High Park), from the Joint Committee on the Canada
Pension Plan, presented the First Report of the said Committee which was
read as follows:

2. That 12 of its Members constitute a quorum, provided that both Houses
are represented.

On motion of Mr. Rinfret, seconded by Mr. Tucker, it was ordered,—That
the name of Mr. Saltsman be substituted for that of Mr. Barnett on the Stand-
ing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization.
