A PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS the Meeting of Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued ta
the twenty-third day of the month of November, 1955. Nevertheless, for

certain causes and considerations, We have thought fit further to Prorogue the
same to Tuesday the tenth day af the manth of January, 1956, Sa that neither
yau for any of yau an the said twenty-third day of Navember, at Our City of
Ottawa, ta appear are ta be held and constrained, for We do Will that yau and
each of you be as to Us in this matter entirely exanerated; Commanding, and
by the tenor of these Presents, enjaining you and each af you, and ail others
in this behaif interested, that on Tuesday, the tenth day af the month of
January, 1956, at 3 a'clock in the afternoon, at Our City af Ottawa afaresaid,
persanally yau be and appear for the DESPATOH 0F BUSINESS, ta treat, do,
act and canclude upan thase things which in Our said Parliament of Canada,
by the Cammon Cauncil af Canada, may by the favour of God be ordained.
IN TESTimoNy WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters ta be made Patent,

and the Great Seal of Canada ta be hereunta affixed. WiTNESS: Our
Right Trusty and Well-belaved Caunsellar, VINCENT MASSEY, Member
af Our Order af the Campanions af Honour, Gavernar General and Com-
mander-in-Chief of Canada.
