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There is the statement that 1 made in
Brantford when I went there to support my
hon. friend, when I hoped that he would be
returned ta parliament. I said there the thing
which. I knew 1 would have ta say some day
in this Bouse, because I believed that the
Liberal party was gomng to be returned ta
power, and I was careful ta see that noa man
in Brantford, because I thougbt my han.
friend would be returned, or in any other con-
stituency, would be able ta chide me with
having taken one position in Brantford and
anather elsewhere. S*o 1 took care ta say this
and the Brantford Expositar records it:

Implements used in the basic industries and neces-'
saries of lifeý mnut be relieved of taxation as far as
possible.

I did say that industries doing legitimate
business would flot be injured, and I think 1
do flot need ta go furtber than the words
uttered by the leader of the opposition this
afternoon ta convince the hon. memberfor
Brantford that 1 have been true ta wbat I
then said. The leader of the opposition said
this afternoon: "As regards these agricultural
implement manufacturers, I do not believe
they are gaing ta be hurt," and that is what
the country thinks and that is what the im-
plement makers theinselves think.

Some hon. MEMBERS: Hear, hear.

Mr. MEIGHEN: The worse the quotation,
the mare the applause. I did not make the
statement which the Prime Minister attributes
ta me. It is only about three minutes sice
I read it. 1 took fia responsibility as ta what
the effeot would be. I did say that I did
flot think it wauld be very great.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I am quite
prepared ta accept my right hon. friend's
latest twist and ta take bis word.

Mr. MEIGHEN: I will show the Prime
Minister the statement in the transcript of
Hansard if he calis it a twist.

Some hon. MEMBERS: Order.

Mr. MEIGHEN: I protest against the
Prime Minister describing my words as a
twist.

Soine hon. MEMBERS: Order.

Mr. MEIGHEN: I do fiat think I shall
be much dismayed by the rumble which hon.
gentlemen create on the other aide.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: My right hon.
friend is rather sensitive.

Mr. MEIGHEN - I do nat twist, but I
know who does.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: My right bon.
friend is squirming badly now. I was flot re-

ferring ta the words in Hansard, I was refer-
ring ta bis present interpretation. The Bouse
is accustomed ta the habit of the right hon.
gentleman of trying ta leave one impression
by the use of certain words wbicb are sua-
ceptible of a different interpretatian. How-
ever, that is not an important point. The
main thing, is it fiat, is the fact, as my hon.
friend from Brantford will I think agree, that
the government has endeavoured ta meet the
implement manufacturers as we said we would.

We have been able, in a large part at least,
and I believe time will show, wholly, ta make
good ta the manufacturers of implements
in one way or another wbatever they
may have lost tbrough tariff reductions.
That is only carrying out the policy
announoed by the Liberal party; for
wherever mention is made of reducing the
duties on implements of production there is
also indicated an intention of reducing the
duties an raw materials that enter into the
making of the finished product. We have
endeavoured as far as possible ta meet
the manufacturers lu that way. A statement
has been. quoted frain the Masseyb-Hs.rris
Company, and I shail fiat refer ta it again
except ta say that, interpreted in the way I
think it ougbt ta be interpreted, it implies
that the goverfiment has deait fairly by that
industry and that the campany hope, as a
result of the changes which have been made,
ta be lu a position ta offer their implements
cheaper ta the farmers and thus do a greater
business in the future than they have been able
ta do lu the past. Let me say ta my friend the
bon. member for Brantford, I have flot far-
.gatten my promise, I have fulfilled it.

I have in my hand, froin the Brantford
Expositor, a series of interviews wbich I shall
flot attempt ta quate even in part. These
interviews are given by the Verity Plow Com-
pany, the Cockshutt Plow Company and the
Adamns Plow Company. The beadline reads:

New schedules introduoed will oonstitute some help
in matter of lower tariff . . .. Commente of Brantford
implement makers to whom free raw mnaterisi list had
not been previotWsy extended--an undoubted feeling
exists of imaprovemnent in the outlook-dims will con-
tinue ta carry on ta the hast of their ability.

Tbey feel that a very considerable con-
cession bas been made and tbey hope ta go
on witb tbeir business as in the past.

My right bon. friend said this afternoon that
tbe tariff changes bad been restricted lu their
application so as flot ta touch the constitu-
ency of any member of the government lu
whicb there might be an implement industry.
At any rate, that was the purport of bis wards.
The implication was that, as the common
saying is, care bad been taken by the gov-
ernment ta look after their own relations
