As many members of the Branch will have been following the
proceedings of the Conference wvery closely or will have beon in porsonal touch with
members of one or other of the delegations, it is bolieved that the Branch should be
particularly well equipped to carry on this proposed series of discussionsy

Be General meetings to be held from time to time during the year to
hear distinguished visitors and experts discuss subjects such as those suggested in
the list at the end of this notice.

It is proposed that at these general meetings members of the
Branch should be accorded the privilege of bringing to the mceting a strictly
limited number of guests, subject to approval in advance by the Committes and pro-
vided thet such guests arc accompanied . at the meeting by the member under whose
auspices they have have been introduced,

Ce A number of small study groups (consisting of duly qualified members
with in some cases the temporary addition of specially qualified non-members) will be
organized to conduct original research and to preparc and present reports on certain

subjects which may be considorced as of particular importance and as best lending
