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(b) That the inspection may take place in school

hours, but the work of the classes should be inter-
fered with as little as possible;

(¢) Each medical inspecting officer shall in addi-
tion to such other reports as are required by the
Provincial Board of Health make an annual report
and forward it to the school board, and the secre-
tary-treasurer of the school board shall forward a
copy of the same with his annual report to the
Department of Education.

CONCERNING THE CONVEYANCE OF PUPILS

174 Wherever consolidation is adopted it is the
duty of the school hoard to have a properly signed
engagement with the contractor or contractors for the
conveyance of pupils, which shall provide, among other
thmgs for the following:

(@) The route or routes to be covered

(b) The hour of arrival at school in the morning
and the hour of arrival in the afternoon for the
return drive;

(c) The engagement of competent drivers ace ept-
able to the school board. Such drivers must be of
sober habits, must use no improper language of any
kind, and possess the necessary qualities of chax-
acter to preserve order among the pupils;
