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CiauseUh,—On the demise of the wife of a

brother, qualified by Clause 2, he shall be entitled

to a sum of not less than three pounds fifteen shil-

fings, for the purpose of assisting to defray the fu-

neral expenses.

Section 3.

PENALTIES AND TRIAL.

Clause \$L—Any Member who shall violate

any of the principles of the Order, or offend against

theoe Articles or By-Laws, shall be subject to be

fined, reprimanded, suspended, or e:q)elled, as the

By-Laws may direct, ancient usage require, or

the Lodge determine.

Clause 2nd.—Every Member shall be entitled to

a fair trial for any offence involving reprimand, sus-

pension, or expulsion ; but noMember shall be put

on trial, unless charges duly specifying his offence

be submitted to the Lodge in writing, by brothers

of the Order, except when made liable by non-

payment to the Lodge.

Clause Srd,—When charges have been preferred

against a brother in a proper manner, or any mat-
