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school-house, he says, has been built near the

church, which is not yet finished in the interior.

Mr. Alexander was the schoolmaster, who occu-

pied the old school-house about threij miles from

the church ; his school had from forty to fifty

scholars. There is in this church, under the direc-

tion of the missionary, a parochial lending library,

consisting of books that are on the catalogue of

the S. P. C. K. These books were purchased by

the people themselves, under the advice and

direction of their missionary, from a sum raised

by subscription among themselves. The people

speak highly of their missionary, and of his atten-=

tion to the duties of his mission.

Dr. Porter continued in charge of this mission

until his resignation of the Presidentship of the

college in 1834, when he returned to England.

To this day he continues a correspondence with

one of the aged and leading inhabitants, express-

ing his deep interest in all that concerns the

parish, which he lately manifested by a contribu-

tion to the newly erected church-

His successor was the Rev. Richard J. L^niacke,

who had received his education at St. Alban's

Hall, Oxfcrd, when the present Archbishop of

Dublin held the office of Principal. His appoint-

ment datesl the year 1835. The parishioners soon
