BRITISH AIRMEN

Wounded and With Controls
Shot Away They Reach
British'Lines.

ATTACK ON BALLOON

Many .Instances Where Avi-
ators Have Climbed on
Wings to Make Repairs.

With the British Army in I‘rance.
Sept. 10.—Amazing feats ky British
airmen during the recent fighting may
now be mentioned. After driving
down in flames one of two enemy two-
sca‘ers, a British scout had engine
fa‘lure, which compelled him to spin
down. As the machine touched the
sround a German fired his pistol at
the pilot from 15 yards, Puncturing
the gasoline tank. At that moment
the engine picked up sufficienly to
carry the pilot to the rear of the
British lines, where he was fo-ced
to come down again. Being under a
hravy fire he removed the gunlocks
and sights and all his instruments be-
for+ abandoning the machine, which
could not be. saved.

Fokkers Disposed Of.

A pilot and observer, returning in
:heir machine from a bombing raid,
fell kehind their formation because
o° ergine trouble, and were attacked
by Fokkers. The elevator controls
were immediately shot away and the
observer was badly ‘wounded. But he
contifued o fight dnd ‘sHot doWn one
Fokker, in flames and saw another
crash down ou“ of control .

By this time all the gasoline tanks

it in several places. All the instru-
ments on the dashboard were smashed
by enemy bullets, Both rear gurs
were jammed, and the observer was
bleeding badly. The pilot succeedcd‘
in getting his machine into a dive, and
went thru a cloud, and reached the
British lines.

Attacked by a squadron of enemy
airpanes, a lone British scout spun
downward, but on.the way saw that
only one of the enemy was following
him. So he came suddenly out of the
spin, just above a grove of trees and
caught the enemy machine crossing
in front of him, and shot it to the|
earth, where it burst into flames.

German Guns Silenced.

There are many stories, too, of how
| British airmen swooped back apnd
forth over the German batteries play- |
ing their guns on the enemy until|
these guns were completely silencad. |
One report winds up by saying that
a scout machine crossed a battary
position several times later, but was |
not fired upon, all the gunners ap-
parently having been killed,
