Law does not allow children under the age of six to 
attend the public schools of this Province; and, 
whereas, it has been, and is being, proved in the 
States and elsewhere that for children of such tender 
years the Kindergarten system is both morally and 
intellectually superior to any other educational met hod 
extant; therefore be it resolved, that the Council of 
Women of Victoria and Vancouver Island do petition 
the Government to forthwith amend the School Law, 
making no restriction as to age, and to speedily estab­
lish Kindergartens in connection with the public 
schools of this city and the Province of British 
Columbia.
