.Many Coses Being Treated In the Hospitals 
—Interviews With Several Doctors

In view of the many cases of ty­

phoid fever now under treatment In 
the East End of the city, The World 
last evening sought the opinions of 
several of the leading physicians In 
that locality as to the probable cause 
of the distemper.

Dr. G. S. Cleland, 730 Queen-street 
east .said that he had a number of 
cases in hand, and he attributed much 

■ of the cause to the bad smells arising

tion of vegetable matter, 
along these streets is at times simply 
awful, remarked the Doctor,and neces­
sitates the closing of all windows. 
"There have been so many cases of the 
fever lately," continued Dr. Cleland, 
“that I am dreading an epidemic."

Dr. Rowan of 817 Queen east replied 
that he had some half a dozen cases 
under his care, but at least half cf 
them had been contracted during holi­
days spent in the country, probably 
through drinking water out of dirty 
wells. He was of opinion that the 
blame for the rest of the trouble could 
be laid at the doors of the slaughter 
houses in the vicinity and the defec­
tive sanitation of houses, through in­
sufflaient fall In the sewer pipes. "It 
Is a shame,’’ said the Doctor, "what 
smell» we have to put up with when 
tne wind is in a certain quarter.”

Dr. A. G. Fletcher, 489 Ontarlo-street, 
thought that there was less sickness 
‘“^e,city than lut year, but said, in 
his belief, the East End typhoid cases 
were due chiefly to bad sanitary con- 
ditiono. There are too many houses 
In this neighborhood,” remarked the 
Doctor, where I visit, in which insuffi­
cient flushing of the closets is done, 
and where the waterworks, when 
broken, are left so by the landlords.

Lord Russell, in passing, referred to the 

present conditions in Europe as regards 
peace, and said: " There is war In the air.

One sov­
ereign burthens the Industry of his people 
to maintain military and natal armament 
at war strength, and bis neighbor does the 
like and Justifies it by the example of the 
other; and England, insular though she be, 
with her Imperial interests scattered the 
world over, follows, or Is forced to follow, 
in the wake. If there be no war, there Is 
at best an armed peace.
,_lj’i*u.rea are appalling. I take those for 
1K!S. In Austria the annual cost of army 
and navy was, ln round figures, 18 mil­
lions sterling; ln France, 37 millions; In 
Germany, 27 millions; in Great Britain, 36 
millions: ln Italy, 13 millions, and in Russia 
52 millions.

“ The significance of these figures Is In­
creased If we compare them with those of 
former times, The normal cost of the ar­
maments of war has of late years enor. 
mousiy increased. The annual interest on 
the public debt- of the Great Powers Is a 
war tax. Behind this array of facts stands 
a tragic figure. It tells a dismal tale. It 
speaks of overburthened Industries, of a 
waste of human energy unprolitably 
gaged, of the squandering of treasure 
which might have let light into many lives, 
of homes made desolate, and all this, too 
often, without recompense in the thought 
test these sacrifices have been made for 
the love of country or to preserve national 
honor or for national safety. When will 
Governments learn the lesson that wisdom 
and Justice in policy are a stronger se­
curity than weight of armament?

“ * Ah i when shall all men's good,
Be each man’s rule, and universal peace.
Lie, like a shaft of light, across the land?
In closing his address Lord Russell said 

he had only touched the fringe of a great 
subject. In dealing with the subject of 
arbitration he had deemed it right to sound 
a note of caution, but It would be a re­
proach, he said, to onr Christian civiliza­
tion if there were now no better method 
of settling international differences than 
the cruel and debasing methods of 
He hoped that the people of the 
States and he people of the Mother Land, 
kindred peoples," might In this matter set 
an example of lasting influence to the 
world.
