THE PREDATORY LIBE! .

In the first session of the present
Parliament, the Liberals stole the old
flag from the Conservative platform: ln
the second session they stole the old
policy. '‘And Bow they are trying to
steal the old man himself. This is the
happy way Dr. Weldon of Alpert, N.B,,
alluded to the predatory instincts of the
Liberal party during the course of a
speech delivered by him a few days 8g0
at Moncton. The old flag that gir Wil-
frid stole from his opponents made him
the hero of the jubilee. The old PQ“CY-
which the Liberals were wont to rldlcu.!e
so much, is still the dominant policy In
Canada. And Premier Hardy is now

himself and his party from destruction.
Was such a tribute ever paid to any
leader as the Liberals by their acts have
been paying to Sir John Macdonald ever
since they assumed the responsibilities
of office? But the trouble with Hardy
is that he is appropriating a bogus Sir
John. The old chieftain never attempted
to interfere with the courts in the trial
of election petitions. He miever legislated
himself into office. If the Liberals
would only live up to the genuine Sir
John, there would be little cause to
censure them. If Mr. Hardy is really
desirous of emulating the old chieftain,
let him consider how the latter would-
act under conditions as they exist to-
day. Would Sir John Macdonald en-
dorse Mr. Hardy’s proposal of 1898 as
he accepted Mr. Edgar’s in 18872 Cer-
tainly not, and no one knows it better.
than Premier Hardy. Sir John would
protest against it as strongly as Mr.
Whitney is protesting. 1’ Alton McCarthy
and Sir John Thompson would do the
same thing. Mr. Hardy's proposal is
not analogous to the alleged precedent
of 1887. When the Legislature meets,
as it will in a few days, the Government
will not find Mr. Whitpey repudiating
Sir John Macdonald in any shape or
form. But the leader of the Opposition
will insist on the genuine and not a
bogus Sir John being produced.

THE SITUATION IN NEWFOUNDLAND

If Canada is desirous of taking New-
foundland into the Confederation, the
present would seem to be an opportune
time for making &dvances in that direc-
tion. The two colonies will shortly be
brought into close relationships as fheir
common interests in the Atlantic fisheries
will come within the scope of the Que-
bec convention. There is no doubt that
Newfoundland is seriously embarrassed
fipancially, Two of its cabinet ministers,
Sir James Winter and Mr. Morine, have
been despatched to England to appeal
to the Imperial Government for the
appointment of a commission to enquire
into the colony’s financial condition,
internal resources and the bearings of
the French treaty rights upon the pros-
perity of the island. One of the principal
causes of the existing unenviable con-
dition of Newfoundland is the fact that
the cod-fishing industry is becoming less
remunerative,because France has pushed
its somewhat indefinite claips to fishery
rights over the west coast to an indefi-
nite length. The French have inauga-
rated a “system of bounties for fish ex-
ported from their possessions by which
they undersell the Newfoundland pro-
duct in the markets of Europe, and it
is claimed are doing everything that
ingenuity can suggest to cripple the
English colony. The ending of what
is claimed to be an unendurable con-
dition in regard to the so-called “KFrench
shore” is one of the things for which
the Newfoundlanders are clamoring.
They also claim that the Mother Country
should enable them to reconstruct the
colony’s shattered finances by guaran-
teeing a loan which would enable it to
re-fund its present 4 per cent. debt at
2 1-2 per cent., and failing such assis-
tance they ask for a commission to in-
qufire into the mineral and other re-
sources of the idland as a means of
drawing investors’ attention to the same
and thus providing for the development
of new industries to take the place of
the moribund fisheries.

The island has also got into a muddle
over its aggressive railway policy. 'Lhe
mileage of railroads now completed is
680 miles, to build which involved an
expenditure of about $11,000,000, which
is the heaviest item in aspublic debt of
$18,000,000. The charges on this amount
to $700,000 a year. As long as the work
was in progress the money expended for
it came back into circulation snd pro-
duced a fictitious prosperity, which has
now disappeared with the completion of
the railroad building. But while the
latter was in progress the people of the
island would hear nothing against rail-
rcads, although they are now apparently
awakening to the fact that the lines are
a disadvantage instead of a blessing.
In fact, the annual deficit of about $250,-
000 in running the roads was such a
serious addition to the expenses and tax-
ation that the expedient was adopted
of leasing the colonial railroads, docks
and telegraphs to a contractor for a
cash-payment of $1,500,000. "The con-
tractor has opened coal mines upon the
lines, and is endeavoring to develop in-
dustries which it is hoped will make the
roads self-supporting and +which, if
successful, will go far to solving the
prcblem of giving employment to New-
foundland’s population.
