To get there early and avoid the
rush, some will resort to the plan of ob-
tsining the money *under false pretences,
as evidently was the way with those who
got what they could net spend last year.
The over-weening desire to get sométhing
for nothing is a very common Item eof
human frailty. The entertalament of
distinguished visitors to this eity was
never eontemplated as the civie free lunch
counter to which it has degenerated. There
are occasions when the city can spend
money in hospitality with advantuge, and
to the satisfaction of all the citizens, . The
vieits of the British and American Asso-
clations ‘may be referred to as Instances
calling for receptions worthy of the city;
but all sense of fitness and proportion are
lost when civic hospitality s administered
along a line parallel with the eity reliof
office, where nothing can be got with-
out Importunity, and undeserving appli-
cants, becauge they are batter beggars, get
nearly all that is going.
