west. To-day, he said, the problem that
is facing the church is the home mis-
sion question. Not alone were many
new settlers coming from the Old Coun-
try, but thousands were flocking in
from the United States. During the
past year 40,000 Americans came into
the western country. These Americans
brought with them a love for the Stars
and Stripes, and he regretted that they
also brought an inborn disregard for
anything that is British. It will not
be long, he argued, before the majority
of Canada’s population will be to the
west of Lake Superior. He told of the
possibilities of the west, and hoped that

i

| pose of seeing the great advantages of
! that portion of the Dominion. The east
'had assisted the west, but more relig-
jous teachers were wanted, he said, to
hold the country for the church.

Rev. Robert McQueen of Edmonton,
before taking up a review of the work
in the northern part of Alberta, spoke
of the new country. During the past
few weeks, he said, there had been a
great deal of talk about New Ontario.
It was a burning issue. He had spent
two summers in New Ontario, and was
aware of the good lands and rich min-
eral resources of the country. He urged
that the country be held for Proteztant-
ism. Speaking of life in the west, he
declared that he would not give up his
fifteen years of service on the frontier
for the best office in the gift of the
assembly. He appealed to the young
men and women of Canada not to.turn
their way to the south, but to go to
the west. Americans, he declared,
knew a good thing, as was demonstrat-
ed by the large number of people of
the United States who are rushing to
Western Canada. In Edmonton could
be found every race of the world, and
within half an hour there could be
heard every known tongue.  He called
on the Protestants to send men to the
west for religious work, to check the
inroads being made by representatives
of the Roman Catholic Church. Among
the Greeks, who are of many churches,
could be found the Orthodox Church try-
ing to get a foothold. He pointed out
that the immigrants were bound to
#hiave an influence from every stand-
point. They came over here, he said,
'with the tyranny bone of oppression.
The one safeguard Protestants had was
the gospel of Christ, thru which all
the inhabitants could be made loyal
to the church and British institutions.
In advocating the wants of the west,
he said that they were not asking too
i much in making the plea for a superin-
ft.enden( to carry on the great work.
| ““Last year we asked your assembly for
| assistance for the late Superintendent
'Dr. Robertson,” he sald, “and you might
| have had him yet had you answered our
prayers.” The work of looking after
! the congregations and the mission fields
| out west could not be carried on under
the existing conditions, he argued.

Missions in Atlin,

Miss Mitchell gave some interesting
information regarding Atlin, ‘one
of the prettiest places in God’s coun-
try.” It is in this country, said Miss
Mitchell, that John Pringle, the well-
. known missionary, is carrying on the
|sood work. She spoke of the homes
and life work of the people of the At-
lin District, and pleaded that they be
remembered by the church in the other
parts of the Dominion.

The mission work in New Ontario
was reported on by Rev. W. G. Smith
of Callender, North Bay Presbytery.

In iconclusion, he
declared that, to carry on the work,
it was necessary to send more men
to the front.

Pretoria, June 11.—In all, 10,225
Boers have surrendered up to date.
Many are youngsters of 11 years old
and upward. The majonity of them
are under 30, tho some of the burgh-
ers who have surrendered are septu-
agenatrians.

Reports from all the districts say
that the burghers are , increasingly
friendly. The only bitterness observ=-
able among the leading Boers here
is against France and Germany. They
declare the war was protracted un-
necessarily ,owing to hopes held out
by the French and Glerman press.
Some of the Boers are so incensed
that they have expressed the hope
that, some day, they will fight on
the side of the British against one
of* these powers.

The anticipated friction between
the surrendered Boers and their form-
er comrades of the National Scouts
has not materialized to any extent.
The Boers admit that they received
ammunition thru Portuguese terri-
tory.
