Freshly-Mined Anthracite Sold in
New York for That Amount,

New York, Oct. 26.—The first of the
freshly mined coal reached New York
yesterday and was sold to the public
at $6.50 a ton. It came over the On-
tario and Western from their mines
in Lackawanna County, Pa. It con-
sisted of two trainloads, with a total
of 1700 tons. It was seplit up into
150-ton lots and immediately distri-
buted among the trade.

In the Hazleton District Nine Thous-
and Men Refuse to Return
to Work.

SIX THOUSAND MORE MAY GO OUT

President Mitchell Presented With
a Gold Badge and Gold Watch
By Foreign Element.

Wilkes-Barre, Pa., Oct. 26.—The
situation in the Haazleton, Panther
Creek and Mahanoy City districts of
the anthracite fleld is so critical that
another large strike is not improbable
unless the operators recede from their
position. In the Hazleton district nine
thousand men refuse to return to work.
Near Mahaony City 800 went
on strike Saturday and nine hundred
threaten to strike on Monday, while
in the Panther Creek Valley the locals
are yet to determine whether they
shall ask the Executive Board to order
a strike of the six thousand men of
the Lehigh Coal and Navigation Com-
pany. ‘ :

President Mitchell is endeavoring to
smooth things over, and the district
officers to have the operators reced®
from the position they have taken, but
the. breach only grows wider, and the
ill-feeling increases. An effort to have
the Cranberry local pass upon the
question of going to work resulted in
@ unanimous vote to stay on strike.

President Mitchell is worried about
the situation thru the region, and con-
siders it so serious that he will not
talk about it, which is one of his
traits. It would be a big feather iu
his cap if, when he appears pefore
the commission at Washington on
Monday, he could say that all the
strikers were back at work and
that there was no friction.
The fact that men would not agree
io treat mon-union men properly is
not readily understood by the pub=-
iie. Their objection is mot to the
non-union men and their treaimemt
of them, but to signing an
agreement with the operators.
They want no such agreement until
they know what the commdssion
grants.” They also assert that the
operators, against whose actions they
protest, are the men who did not sign
the arbitration proposition, and that
it is not known where they stand.

Dr. Koch Holds to His Theory That
Animal Tuberculosis is Not
Communicated to Man,

INFECTION QHRU MILK NOT PROVEN

Better Dwellings and Workshops
Should Be Established to
Fight Consumption.

Berlin, Oct. 26.—The sensation of yes-
terday’s session of the International
Tuberculodis Congress came toward the
end of the sitting in the form of'a
paper by Prof. Koch, in which he main-
tained all his former positions regarding
the non-transferability of animal tub-
Prof. Koch began
by stating that he spoke at the desire
of the central committee. He wished
it to be understood, he said, that his

statements referred exclusively to the

transmission of bovine tuberculosis to
human beings. He asserted that statis-
tics on the subject of intestinal fuber-

‘culosis were too incomplete to estab-

lish the frequency of that disease. Some
authorities claim, said the professor,
that intestinal tuberculosis is very com-

nron in the United States and in Eng-

land, while other authorities hold con-
trary views., Cases of the disease are
not frequent in Genmany. An inguiry
instituted by the government has prove
ed the rarity of such cases,

Skin Lesion,
Taking up the alleged proofs that hu-
man beings may be infected with bo-
vine tuberculosis thru skin lesions, Prot.
Koch admitted that cases of tubercu-
losts do ocour among butchers and
other persons who handle animals, but
he asserted that the percentage of suf-
ferers from the disease among joiners
is equally as high as among handlers
of animals and meat. He could not
see, he declared, any connection bhe-
tween a skin lesion and tuberculosis,
ending in death, like the case alleged of
a certain workman who scratched his
hand and finally died from consumption.
The experiments on monkeys, which
were inoculated with bovine bacilli and
died subsequently, are, according to
Prof. Koch, only indirect proof of the
transferability of animal tuberculosis.

Wamnts Positive Proof.

“1¢,” said the professor, “infection is
so frequent thru milk, positive proof
of this ought to be obtainable. When
poisoned meat 4s eaten in a commun-
ity widespread effects follow. How is
it that no general infection follows the
eating of tuberculous meat orf the drink-
ing of milk from a tuberculous cow?
Experts assert that large amounts of
tuberculous meats are consumed daily,
and that not only the flesh, hut evena
tuberculous organs, are made use of
for food, yet no widespread infection
follows. In view of the quantity of
tuberculous meat eaten and the rarity
of intestinal tuberculosis, the question
must be asked why a general infection
is not more frequent. If tuberculous
meat is apparently so harmiess why
is it not the same with milk? Peo-
ple think that boiled mulk is
harmless, hur bolifeg’ doe/! not o,
terminate tubereniar b e, and
and sterlizing milk {impairs its
quality. Why is it that the publieo
is so mervous about milk but yet
will eat butter, im which bacilli
are equally nurtured, without hesi-
tation? 'The fact is that most peo-
ple have eaten tubercular baellld
Why is mnot the infectipn wide~
spread? .
