Taking up the alleged proofs that hu­

man beings may be Infected with ' 
vine tuberculosis thru skin Usions, P 
Koch admitted that cases of tubercu­
losis do occur among butchers and 
other persons who handle animal^ but 
he asserted that the percentage of suf­
ferers from the disease among Joiners 
is equally as high a® among handlers 
of animals and meat. He could not 
see, he declared, any connection be­
tween a skin lesion, and tuberculosis, 
ending in death, like the case alleged of 
a certain workman who scratched hie 
hand and finally died from consumption.
The experiments on monkeys, which 
were Inoculated with bovine bacilli and 
died subsequently, are, according to 
Prof. Koch, only indirect proof of the 
transferability of animal tuberculosis.
