Montreal, May 12,—(8pecial.)—The an-
nual statement of the Bank of Mont-
real shows that the premium on the
new stocks sold to date amounts to
$965,468, and the balance of profit and
loss brought forward from last year
$165,859, which, added to the profits,
totals up the sum or $2044,807 for
distribution. Of this amount $1,000,000
has been ¢redited to rest,bringing up tha
reserve account to $9.,000,000.
