Lyddite, the explosive which is used fn
shells, takes its name from Lydd, an ex-
perin ental and practicing station in Kent,
Epglund. Jt bevame known as a new ex-
plosive in 1808, when a howitzer battery
was scnt out to the Soudan expedition
cquijped with lyddite for use in the British
expedition against the Mahdi. At Omdur-
man the lyddite shells were found to have

i a terrible effect in the destruction of objects

adjacent to where the siells fell i
Lyddite is a simple picric acid brought
into a dense stately fusion. Its fuuctiod
is mot to send the shell to its' destination,
hnt to barst it whep it arvives thereé, The
mwadite is packed to the shells, which
have their fuse holes at the nose, and are
cagt thick at the base in order to lessen the
effect of the gun's discharge on the explos-
ive contents of the shell.
Artillerists had long heen {rying to Invent

out'their defenders. Lyddite it was thought
on its introducticn, would be found to fulfil
these conditions in a deadly degree.
