Wild Statements at In-
gersoll Meeting.

ALLEGES INSINCERITY

Union Government Supporter
Says United Farmers Not
Representative. ,

INGERSOLL, June 18.—Part of a
vigorous address by Donald Sutherland,

BERLIN BEHIND ATTACK

Now Impossible for Germany
to Gain Victory in West,
Chancellor Declares.

Londor.. Tune 18.—Andrew Bonar
Law, chancellor of the exchequer, in
the House of Commons today, an-
nounced that he would postpone until
tomorrow his statement on_ national
expenditure. He then proceeded to!
give a review of the general situation. |
“The latest phase of this struggle,”
he said, “is the Austrian offensive in
Italy. It is part of an intense offensive
which has been carried on along the
whole battle front. Our enemies are
right in thinking that a great success
gained on that front would have far-
reaching, perhaps decisive, ‘results on
the general battle front in France. For
that reason, the general suspicion that
from Berlin, rather
than from Vienna, I believe to be jus-
tified.

Over Half of Entire Front.
«The offensive was launched by a
very large number of Austrian divisions,
a good deal more than half of their total
force on- that front being engaged in
the attack. All I can say is that after
three days’' fighting the attack has
failed.”

“Qur advices from Italian headquar-
ters are that the enemy has not secured
in three days the objectives which they
hoped to obtain the first day. And it
is also true to say that no offensive on
this scale throughout the whole war
has at its initiation secured so little
success.

“There is no doubt that our and the
French troops are giving a good account
of themselves, and the Italians have
been fighting throughout with the high-
est courage and the most marked tena-
city. The Italian higher command has
no fear of the result. The danger is
not yet over, but the Government can
express admiration and gratitude to the
Italians for the share they have taken
in the general struggle.”

Confidence on the West.
Speaking of the western front, Bonar
Law said that British and French head-
quarters knew the positions to which
the German divisions were béing sent
before the commencement of the offens-
ive on March 21. He admitted that the
attack had attained an amount of suc-
cess which had caused the utmost
anxiety.

“But,”” he added, ‘‘three months have
passed, and although the battle is a
continuous one, we can look back upon
what has happened with some confi-
dence.

“In this whole campaign the Germans
have had before them three great ob-
jectives. One was Paris; another was
the channel ports; the third was ndt
only the defeat, if they could achieve it.
of the Allied army, but the breaking of
the communications between the Brit-
ish and French forces. Although the
Allies have had to give much, ground,
not one of the enemy’s strategic object-
jves has been attained.

Germany Disappointed.

“I think if anyone in the early days
of the struggle had suggested to Hin-
denburg that in three months the posi-
tion would be as it is today he would
have treated the suggestion with scorn.
There is clear and increasing evidence
in the German press that they are be-
coming disappointd with the success—
great as it has been—which has at-
tended the German army so far.

“On. the other hand, if we could have
foreseen three months ago what the
position is now, our anxiety would have
been less."”

The chancellor classed the battle of
St. Quentin and the first battle of the
Lys as great German successes, while
the battle of Merris was one in which
the British were entirely successful.

But the best way of making
the House realize how big the change

“ ‘Thanks to the prompt and cor-
dial co-operation of the president
of the United States, arrangements
which have been set on foot for the
transportation and brigading of
American. troops will make It Im-
possible for the enemy to gain vic-
tory by wearing out the Allied re-
serves before he has exhausted his
own.” "’
