BECAME RIOTOUS

States.Outbreaks Marked the Course 

of Their Strike in New York.
THE COST TO DATE

New York, Aug. 9—Frequent outbreaks 
of rioting marked the course of the strike 
of the Hebrew bakers on the East Side 
today. In an attack on a bakery in Allen 
street fifty rioters broke into the place, 
completely -wrecked it and upset barrels 
Of flour and dough in the street. Two 
policemen who were on guard in the shop 
were overpowered and roughly handled 
and the reservers had to be called out.

A committee of 160 sent from strike 
headquarter* tonight to a bakery in Or­
chard street to induce nOn-union workmen 
to quit, attacked the shop, hearing of 
which, hundreds of strikers rushed from 
the meeting to the scene of conflict. The 
policeman who > attempted to defend the 
non-union men was severely beaten but 
held his ground until rescued. The patrol 
wagon, bringing a squad cf reserves, was 
furiously assgjkd by the mob, who stop­
ped the hdrees and even dragged some of 
the men from their seats. The rest charg­
ed the mob through a rain of bottles and 
bricks and after ten minutes hard fighting 
the mob was dispensed and two men, both 
severely injured, were arrested. The shop 
in which the fighting began was wrecked.

At many points on the East Side wagons 
carrying bread were attacked and the 
driver* beaten. Many women participated 
in these attacks.

Throughout the whole lower East Side 
a bread famine is general among the He­
brews for the people not only refuse to 
eat but Kosher bread, but appeared to 
be bènt on destroying all the bread of 
that character which they coqjd lay their v 
hands on.
