A GRAND DUKE

Justifies the Murder of the Peo-

ple in St. Petersburg.

New York Jan. 80.—A correspond-
ent of the American in St. Peters-
burg cables under date of Jan. 29:—
. His Imperial Highness the Grand
Duke Vladimir, the uncle of the Czar,
the military dictator of St. Peters-
burg, and speaking as the personal
representative of the emperor, re-
.ceived the correspondent at the
winter palace this evening at five
o’clock. The grand duke was exteed-
ingly cordial and received him in
his private library. It was decorated
with priceless hzes and pictures,
and is situate the grand flopr of
the palace looking out on the snowy
Dyortsovai Souare, the scene of last

It appears
that Mr. Murray is slightly deaf and
probably did not hear the approach
of tha  trogpers-and.-when he subse-
quently  endeavored to make known
his pergonality it was without avail.
The foreign office has telegraphed to
Ambassador Hprdinge to make wr-
gent represeptations at St. Peters-
hurg on ‘the sybject.

I act only as
commander of the troops.The civ-

I asked the grand duke for his
views on any future revolutionary
movements, but he declined to ex-|
press any opinion but commented!
approvingly on the fact that the
strikers were fired on when rioting.
