HAVE GOOD ORDERS AHEAD

Scottish tweed manufacturers have a
very considerable number of orders on
their books for cloths of good quality,
so that all the looms are fully occupied,
says the London Times. ~'With the out-
ery against the high prices of clothing
generally throughout the country, it may
be that there will be a diminution in
the demand, but at the present moment
manufacturers have sufficient orders on
hand to ensure steady employment for
some months to come. Merchants, how-
ever, are against committing themselves
to large orders for the future, as they
do not wish to be caught with large
stocks in the event of a fall, while man-
ufacturers are not anxious to promise
much too far ahead, because of the un-
certaintv of the wool market, apart from
which the wages question still hengs
fire.
