Offensively Armed Auxiliary Ves-
sels Classed as Ships of War,
as Well as Trawlers and Drift-
ers—How the Money is to be
Divided

Ottawa, Ont., March 18—A royal pro-
clamation .dealing . " the; distribution
“of prize money to the fleet has been re-
ceived by the department of mavalt ser-
vice here. In this distribution members
of the Canadian navy who performed
Seni%n:t sea are included in exactly
the s basis as -those of British navy.

The proclamation defines the necessary
service “as having been borne for ser~
vice at sea on the books of a seagoing
ship of war which goes to sea, or on the
books of a parent ship for service in
armed sea-going tenders.”

Offensively armed auxiliary vessels
serving with the fleet are classed as
ships of war, as are also trawlers, drift-
ers, armed boarding vessels and ships of
the auxiliary patrol

Pilots; observers and crews of naval
airships of the royal naval air service,
and others who have had to fly continu-
ously at sea while borne on the books
of ‘a British ship are also entitled to
their proportion of the prize money. But
no service on shore with the army or
in training is considered.

The proclamation provides for the
method by which money shall be divid-
ed. The commander in chief -of the
grand fleet receives 1,000 shares, a squad-
ron commander receives 750 shares and
it is graded down until the able seaman

They demanded, according to the
London immediately in- order to submit
their programme., At the same time, it
was stated, the Nationalists elected a
committee of fourteen leaders and com-
menced agitation throughout the coun-
try, collecting signatures to petitions and
also subscriptions in support of their
programme. Further, they attempted to
intimidate the Sultan and prevent the
formation of a new ministry.

Mr. Ward said the Sultan appealed to
the acting high commissioner for pro-
tection from further insults and intimid-
ations, and authority had been given for
the arrest and deportation to Malta of
Said Pasha Zagloul, and three other Na-
tionalist leaders who played a most con-
spicuous part in the agitation. Since
then there had been some demonstrations
and rioting in Cairo and in one or two
provinces, Mr. Ward said, chiefly organ-
ized by students who had enlisted the
help of the town rabble.

Currie, arch-apostle of protectionism, in
which he nailed his flag to the high tar-
iff mast and spoke of free trade and
low tariff sentiment as piffie, Hon. Ro-
dolphe Lemieux followed to argue that
the opposition Liberals are “The cus-
! todians of the ark of the covenant of
Canadian Liberalism.”

Attacks Fielding,

He went out of his way to assail Hon.
W. S, Fielding, declaring in serious and
emphatic tones that “I have no patience
with the Liberalism of those who are
satisfied with Canada being represented
at the peace conference by twenty
clerks in. the Colonial office.” |

This was a slam at the position taken
last Friday by Mr. Fielding to whom
Mr. Lemieux significantly alluded as “a
prominent unionist,” Mr. Lemieux de-
clared the Union government was form-
ed by Sir Clifford Sifton, Sir Joseph
Flavelle and Sir Wm. MacKengie, and
denounced the administration as “no-
thing but bombast, failure, shams” He
urged investigation by the government
of the charges of Sir Sam Hughes anent
the alleged unseemly slaughter of Can-
adian soldiers.

He also demanded an inquiry into the
accusations of Brig. General Smart in
the Quebec legislature regarding condi-
tions in the Canadian army medical ser-
vices.
