"NEW CALIFRNIA PROBLEN

Opening of Canal to Add to Immi-
grants by 50,000 Yearly

San Francisco, Dec. 10—A report of the
California Developing Board, which re-
cently has been making a study of the pos-
sible’ effect of the Panama Canal upon
California and has sent a man on an ex-
tended trip of investigation to anticipate,
if poseible, the number and the class of
foreigners that might be expected to im-
migrate directly to California following
the opening of the canal, says:—

“Advance estimates are hazardous, but
it is thought that the canal will not be
opened®® very long before a total annual
erop of 50,000 native Europeans. will be

to the Pacific coast.

“And it is a debatable point in Cali-
fornia now whether the state should en’
courage or discourage direct foreign im-
migration through the Panama Canal. In
the meantime, prior to the completion of
the Panama Canal, every agency is being
organized to prepare the way so that
these expected foreigners may be directed
back to the soil. California realizes that !
if this is not done their cities will soon
have to face the perplexing slum and
sweatshop problem that is now fastened
on to the eastern cities.”
