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FAILURE AT LAUSANNE.

The Associated Press gives a dra-
matic account of the session of the
Lausanne Conference on Sunday which
collapsed and left the universal impres-
siom that the Conference had failed.

“Never,” says the Associated Press
cerrespondent, “in the history of - po-
litical conferences were such amaszing
scenes witnessed as marked today’s
tragic ending of the negotiations, which
cxtended over almost three months.
Virtually the whole diplomatic world
ran after Ismet Pasha, head of the
Turkish delegation, trying to induce
him to sign the treaty, but Mustapha
Kemal's favorite general, with gentle
smile, was immovable. He said ‘N0’ to
all_Americans, British,« French and
Italians, The American representatives,
Ambassador Child, Joseph C, Grew and
Rear Admiral Bristol, called upon him
after the break, in an endeavor to save
the conference, and Marquis Curzon de-
layed his departure for half an hour in
the hope that Ismet would change his
mind, but gll in vain.”

Before the final meeting, and while
an effort was being made to arrive at

" a_basiz of settlement, “emissaries went

back and forth between the Allied
headquarters in the Curzon apartment
in the hotel at Ouchy, on Lake Leman,
and the Turkish headquarters at Laus-
anne, in an attempt to conciliate the
differences and induce the Turks to
sign the treaty in- its entirety.” The
Turkish representatives were by no

' means easy in their minds, though ob-

stinate in their attitude. Thus+—

“When, Ismet Pasha and Riza Nur
Bey arrived at Ouchy for the final ses-
sion confidence reigned in Allled cir-
cles that they’would sign. Neither Is-
met nor Riza had been to bed during
tha night and they appeared haggard
and weary as they entered the elevator.
They looked like men going to their
execution and not like men on their
way to sign a document which would
end the war and the sufferings and woe
of millions of people.” |

Of that final session of the confer-
ence we are told:— .

“Then was fought out the historie
battle in Marquis Curzon’s rvom which
culminated in disaster. The Turk’s ex-
plained their objections to the ewnaomic
and financial clauses of the freaty,
which they declared fettered national
development. Marquis Curzon, M. Bome
pard and Marquis Di Garroni, for
Great Britain, France and Italy, ar-
gued, pleaded and cajoled—all to no
purpose. Théy warned Ismet Pasha that
Europe could stand no more warg they
appealed to Turkey’s vital interests, its
need of financial assistance for recon-
struction, national prosperity and hap-
piness. They warned that Turkey would
be held responsible in the eyes of the
world if peace was not accepted. But
lemet would not be won over, There
was a dramatic moment of silence; Is-
mét reached for his hat and walked
to the door, Lord Curzon said: ‘Re-
member, I shall stay here until 9
o'clock’ When the Turkish delegates
emerged from the hotel, Ismet said to
the oorrespondent: ‘Peace Is impossible;
they don’t want it’ The hotel lobby

. was choked with excited and expectant
people—diplomats, correspondents, tra-
velers, two score attaches of the Brit-
‘ish delegation with baggage bound for
the train for England, The majority
expected an announcement of peace,
end the word ‘rupture’ left ‘all blankly
amazed or dumfounded. Ambassador
Child, Mr. Grew and Rear Admiral
Bristol, standing nearby, immediately
mounted the stairway and conferred
with Lord Curzon. Then, like M. Bom-
pard and Marquis Di Garroni, they
dashed by motor car to Lausanne to
make a final appeal to the Turks, Lord
Curzon held up his train, but when he
received a telephone message that all
appeals had been useless he departed
for England. M. Bompard said: ‘The
conference is over. It is a misfortune
for Europe, especialy Turkey. Perhaps
we can negotiate peace later Marquis
Di Garroni motored madly to see M.
Tehitcherin, head of the Russian re-
presentatives, to induce him to sign
the Straits convention, hoping in this

. way to have the Turks change their

mind on the treaty. But his visit was
fruitless.”

. e from Paris late yesterday |
afternoon reported that the Turks had |
changed their minds and agreed to sign
the treaty. This was incorrect. There
is still an apparent hope, however, that
the negotiations may be resumed, but
for the present the Lausanne Confer-
ence has failed and the Near East situ-
ation is extremely grave.

When the St. John delegation goes to
Ottaws on harbor business it will no
doubt have an illuminating and detail-
ed statement of the delays caused to
different steamers this season to date on
account of a lack of terminal facilities.
A mere general assertion is not enough.
Contrete illustrations speak much more
joudly. Doubtless also the delegation
will take some pains to cultivate the
press men at Ottawa and have the fact
of their visit and the reasons for it

Canada may congratulate hersclf that
public opinion in political or othe:: &f-
fairs is not influenced oy any suh
newspaper as. Mayor Curley of B.iscun
declares one of the journals of tha cily
to be, The journal in question warmly,
supported his election last fall, but has
since, in his own words, “begun a secies
of attacks for the purpose of discredit-
ing my administration, mysz:lf, and evea
the members of my household.” 'Lhe
attacks were begun when he was absurt
from the city, and continued with sr::t
vigor. On his return he took up the
cudgels, not merely in self-defence, but
in counter-attack. Asserting ‘hat the
editor of the offending journal had
made demands which could not be
granted in justice’to the city, Mayer
Curley goes on:—

“Many firms doing business with the
city of Boston have, under one form
of duress or another, been compelled to
purchase space in this publication upon
a contract basis as evidenced by the
lists published each Saturday.

“From time to time during the year
many concerns inquired of me whether
it was true, as stated to them by the
editor or his representatives, that if
they falled to advertise in his publica-
tion they would be put upon the black-
list so far as future business with the
cily was concerned.

“During the :/recent primary cam-
paign for United States senator, the
editor of the publication in gquestion
waited upon me at the office of the
mayor and demended that I request
Sherman L. Whipple, then candidate
for the nomination for the United
States Senate, to contribute the’ sum of
$50,000 for the support of his publica-
tion and, upon my refusal, he asked
if 1 would request him to contribute
$25,000. My answer was ‘that I had
agreed to support Mr, Whipple with-
cut pledge or promise, financially or
otherwise, and that under the circum-
stances I could not submit his proposi-
tion to Mr. Whipple,

“Shortly before 'Christmas, 1922, the
personal representative of the editor
in question walted upon me and in-
formed me that it was the purpose of
the publication to present a New Year’s
greeting to the people of Boston and
that it would cost me $1,000 to wish
them a Happy New Year. I refused
to submit to this holdup. Nevertheless,
the igreeting appeared in the centre
of a page surrounded by the advertise-
ments of contractors, the majority of
whom were ‘bidders on city work.”

The other Boston papers are not slow
to give publicity to this sdenunciation,
since no reputable journal cares to
have in the same field a sheet of that

charactér. Boston is a large city, with|-

a much mixed pupulation, and the
chances of keeping alive almost any
sort of publicajion for a time are per-
haps tenmipting to unscrupulous persons
seeking an easy subsistence. To the
extent that they succeed, however, the
interests of the public suffer.

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AND WIRES IN NORTH END

The Commbon Councll yesterday recelved a letter from the New
Brunswick Power Company denying any claim by the city to poles and
wires in the five North Ead wards, the denial being based on the claim
that any sights of the city in this respect have lapsed and are therefoce
barred. The letter, which was signed by M. A. Pooler, general manager
of the company, was referréd to the city solicitor, It was as follows:

“We duly received your letter of the 27th inst, and have to advise
you that the company denies that the city has any claim to the poles,
wites and posts mentioned in your letter and also denies that there is
any existing contract between the city and the company dealing in any
way with this matter, :

“The company is advised that whatever (if any) rights the city had
under the contract which expired some seven years ago, have lapsed,
been walved, and in any event, are barred,

“Notwithstanding the foregoing, the company has no desire unduly to
insist upon its legal position and will be glad to discuss the matter at
any time suitable to it and endeavor so far as it is able to arrange an
equitable and satisfactory adjustment. Should this meet with your fayor
the company would appreciste s statement from you as to the poles,
wires and posts to which the city thinks it has any claim, specifying the
location in each case and your advice as to by whom and when you would
fike to have the matter dealt with” ‘

UP TO CONGRESS NOW
(Boston Herald,)

Big news and good news. The Brit-
{sh Government accepts with unexpeect-
ed promptness the arrangement made
between the American and British
debt commissions™at the Washington
conference. When Stanley Baldwin and
his confreres went back home it was
|feared a rupture had occurred, be-
|cause when English commissions nego-
| tiate abroad they often by cable in an
hour or two obtaln final authority from
their home governments to consum-
mate important deals on the spot and
lat the time. It seems now that the
greatest casualty is the rather undip-

{views of the backwoodsy way some of
our politicians deal with international
problems.

However, the settlement now is up
|to these same politicians, and their
| confreres of broader vision, in our Con-

| gress. Once more we are to see if the |

iUnited States can transact internation-
{al business with wisdom, gelerity and
| grace. The English system enables that
government to close the deal in fifteen
minutes. Can Congress do as well in
{the thirty days that intervene between
|now and March 4?

On every account the agreement
should be ratified. It lengthens the
term of payment from 28 years to 62,
and lowers the interest rate on back
payments from 5 to 4% per cent., and
on future payments to 8 per cent. for
ten years and 8%; per cent. thefeafter,
with annual payments of a half of 1
per cent. to cancel the principal.

That means an end of all talk of
repudiation or cancellation. It is the
first stone in the great new financial
structure that civilization must build
if order is to endure, if chaos is to be
averted and gredit maintained. It is
a great achievement. Congress, with
only a little display of buncombe, such
as appeared yesterday, ought to ratify
the arrangement.

“Almost always, as a matter of fact,
to be irirtable is to be afflicted with
some degree of ill-health, psychic or
pliysical. As the Boston physician,
Myerson, tersely states the case, ‘Tr-
ritability is a common reaction of the
neurotic and the weak’ The really
healthy, the mentally and physically
vigorous, are seldom irritable and never
grodchy. They are too full of a sense
of organic well-being for grouchiness
to take possession of them.

“But let a man become weakened
from any cause and at once, if merely
as & symptom of nerve fatigue, he may
begin to develop grouchy ways. Every-
body has had the experience of feeling
short-tempered after a sleepless night,
an attack of indigestion, or a few days
of total deprivation from outdoor exer-
cige.

““In like mammer, chronic ill-temper
may have its origin in the persistent
keeping of late hours, persistent over-
eating, or persistent failure to exercise.
Thence results a nerve poisoning and

Oversized tires should be used when
cars are employed to carry excess pas-
sengers, when numerous accessories are
inchided, and if easy riding ls expect-
ed. Otherwise the regular sized tires
will not give the service ordinarily ex-

pected.

A Shine That Lasts.

Metal surfaces can be protected, af-
ter the metal is highly polished, by
applying several coats of lacquer on
celluloid varnish. Apply the liquid
with a camel’s hair brush. Be careful
that there is no grease on the metal be-
fore lacquering.

Correct Brake Adjustment.

Bear in mind that the brakes of a
car should be adjusted every thirty
days. Maintain between’ the brake-line
and the drum, all the way around, a
clearance of about 1-64th of an inch.
Keep the right and left wheel brakes
operating with equal pressure.

Power in Reverse Gear.

When a car has not power enough to
negotiate a hill even in low gear, try
going up backwards. The car will
climb the grade in this position without
much effort, the reason being that re-
verse speed is of the lowest gear ratlo
of all transmission-speeds., .

Causes for Blown Fuses.

Fuses of the electrical system of an
automobile blow out because too much
current flows through them. Any wire
or conductor gets warm when electric-
ity flows through it: The causes for
too heavy a flow are many,! but the
most common are short circuits,
grounds and high voltage.

Tmproper Voltage of Cylinders.

When the cylinders of a car do not
fire properly, gaoline is wasted, and
the dead cylinder is gradually filled
with oil, which will carbonize when it
again becomes active. Give the engine
a little more gas while idling, and open
the petcocks to look for flame. If no
flame spurts out, the cylinder is dead.
