Five thousand of the latter car
ried ‘arms.  This force was too strong
[for Kabarega, and though he gave bat-
tle he was routed. The expedition has
established a chain of forts from the
Albert Nyanga, on the banks of which
‘Kabarega’s headquarters were situated,
to-Uganda. It is expected that the suc-
_cess of the expedition will prove a death
blow fo the slave trade of this region
‘and will bring "Arab influence to an end.
