Not
one ‘black flag or disloyal object marked
the line':of march, and the popular en-
thusiasm ‘buried ‘all political feelings for
the -time.

Before landing, the Queen, who look-
ed remarkably well, asked for

It
is common belief that he is continually
under the influence of drugs administer-
ed by his arch-enemy the Empress Doy-
ager. which will before long take him
cut of the disturbed arena of his com-
try’s politics.” :

The Empress Dowager has issued or-
ders for the assassination of Kang Yu
‘Wei and thirty reform leaders, includ-
ing Leong Kay Ting, now here, and
other reform agitators on this side.
King Lien Shan, the fugitive chief of
the ©Chinese, telegraphs that one of the
Chinese reformers, has been captured in
Macao. The Portuguese refuse to give
him up as 'a political prisoner and the
Chinese have made a charge against
him of embezzlement which is being in-
vestigated iBY; hE “Portuguese  bhefore
handing him over.

That the good feeling between Japan
and Great Britain is unabated is amply
borne out not only by the Emperor of
congratulatory ' message to
Quezen Vietoria, but by the tone of the
vernacular press. The Jiji Shimpo, in
a leading article says: ‘“The Japanese
people do not regard the British' vie
tory as the affair of a foreign country.
They have heartfelt and true sympathy
with Great Britain. The congratula-
tory telegram sent by the Emperor on

{%he British victory in South Africa was

dispatched in view of the intercourse
between the courts of the two countries,
but it may be taken as representing the
friendly feeling of the Japanese nation
at large towards Great Britain. This
fact will be noted by the British nation,
and there can be no doubt that the step
taken by the Emperor will greatly con-
duce to the promotion of cordial rela-
tions between the two countries.”

The Japan Times is informed that
Queen Vietoria has sent a reply to H.M.
the Emperor, thanking him in courteous
terms for the kind message of congra-
tulation dispatched by His Majesty in
connection with the late decisive vic
tories of the British troops in South Af-
rica.

The wedding of the Imperial Crown
Prince of Japan has been fixed for the
12th of May. The occasion will be
celebrated with a ball at the palace, to
which over 2,000 foreign and Japanese
guests will be invited.
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
