LONDON, Dec. 27.—But for the re-
fusal of the Times, the Daily Tele~
graph. and two provincial papers, the
Newcastle Daily Chronicle, and the
Yorkshire Herald to fall in with the
idea there would have been no news-
baeprs in circulation” throughout the
length and breadth of Great Britain
on  Boxing day. Last year, when
Christmas fell on Sunday, the direc-
tors of the Sheffield Daily Telegraph
initiated a notable effort to secure a
Christmas holiday for the news agents,
compositors, newspaper men, stéreo-
typists, machinists and the hundreds
of other people who are employed in
various capacities in the preparation
and sale of the daily newspapers.

Latest Designed: Kite Lifts
Heavy Man 30 Feet.

e

HALIFAX, N. 8., Dec. 29.~Proféssor
Alexandér Graham Bell, who hag been
€xperimenting for some tithe at his la-
boratory at Reinn Bhreagh, Baddeck,
with flying kites of the tetrahedral
form of construction, succeeded last
Wednesday ih getting his latest. de-
signed kits, which ha has named the
| “Frost King,” to iift a man named Mc-
Dearmid, weighing 165 pounds, to a
height of thirty feet and supporting
him there as steadily as if glued to the
sky. The “Frost King” itself welghs
61 pounds, and carrted a load compris-
ing flying lines, dangling ropes and a
rope. ladder weighing 62 pounds. The
man clung to the flying line as he was
lifted gracefully into the air. The total
weight of the kite is 61 pounds, the
flying - lnes, ropes and ladder 62
pounds, and the man 165 pounds, mak-
ing a total weight of 288 pounds. The
kite was completed some time ago and
Professor Bell was preparing to leave
for Washington, when, on Wednesday,
the desired breeze was blowing, and
Prof. 'Bell immediately got his men to-
gether. Soon the “Frost King” arose
gracefully in the air with McDearmid
and remained suspended untilksatisfac-
tory photographs were taken of the
kite, which remained the entire time
under perfect eontrdl. Prof, Bell then
left for Washington, pleased with the
result of the experiment, which he be-
lieves advances him another stage to-
wards his goal of producing an air
ship heavier than air.
