BRITISH
PATENTS ACT;
THE BENEFITS

An abstract from the Sheffield Daily
Independent, of March 15, forwarded
by Consul Charles N. Daniels, gives
figures showing the extent to which
England claims to have benefited by
the “new patents act.”

Since this act came into operation,
in August, 1907, the country has bene-
fited by foreign capital to the extent
of $1,618,978, made up as follows: Val-
ue of rent and premises acquired by
foreign manufacturers in England,
$5670,690; amount expended on erection
of buildings, housing of work people,
etc., $522,450; amount expended on
plant, machinery and equipment of fac-
tories, $425,838. The value of the an-
nual assessment on which local au-
thorities will receive rates (i.e., taxes)
will be $86,309 per annum.

Up to the present time nine patents
in all haev been revoked by the comp-
troller-general, the last one just an-
nounced being Patent No, 14948 of
1900, concerning steam generators,
which has been revoked on the ap-
plication of the 8. M. Car Syndicate.
“These revocations are execedingly
important” says a firm of agents in
London, which has negotiated the sales
of many of the sites, “for they show
that the conditions of the act are be-
ing enforced.” This firm is now in
negotiation with foreign firms for the
erection of works in this country, the
trades including engineering, chemical
works, electrical plants, rubber mak-
ing, pottery works, and steel foundries.
The districts which have so far bene-
fited most by the advent of new indus-
tries from abroad are Enfield, London,
Manchester Flintshire, Hayes, Leices-
ter, Liverpool and Warrington. At
all of the factories English workmen
for the most part are employed. In
one or two instances the firms have
brought over their own overseers to
instruct the work people, and in some
cases they have taken English hands
abroad so as to initiate them into their
methods.

HAS BECOME A
VERY RICH MAN

{Toronto Globe.)

That not all of Canada’s wealthy
men and nation-builders live in the
large cities is a fact too often forgot-
ten by those at the centre of metro-
politan activity. A notable exception
is Mr. M. J. O'Brien, of Renfrew, who
has just presented an attractive thea-
tre to that town, where speakers, lec-
turers and amusement companies may
address the public in comfort, or even
luxury. Mr. O'Brien is so busy a man
in his many varied interests that few
have redlized how big a share he is
taking in devioping the country. A
modest, retiring personality, he does
not go about acocmpanied by loud
beating of drums.

Mr. O'Brien was born in Antigonish
County, Nova Scotia, in 1851. He left
school at fourteen, entered an Intercol-
onial Railway camp in a very humble
role, and has been building railways, in
one capacity or another, almost ever
since. In turn he became foreman,
sub-contractor and contractor, his first
undertaking in the latter position be-
ing a section of the C. P. R., betwéen
Ottawa and Montreal. Later he as-
sisted in building the Kingston & Pem-
broke Railway, the Northern & Paci-
fic Junction Rallway in the Nipissing
district, the Baie des Chaleurs Rail-
way, the Central Counties Railway in
Eastern Ontario, the Crow’s Nest Pass
branch of the C. P. R., the Midland,
the Richmond & Inverness and part of
the Halifax & Southwestern Railways
in Nova Scotia; the La Tuque branch
of the Quebec & Lake St. John Rail-
way, a 120-mile section of the Cgnadian
Northern in Quebec, and fifty miles of
the Quebec, Montreal & Southern. As
if these accomplishments were not
enough; Mr. O'Brien is now interested
in $15,000,000 worth of contracts on
the National Transcontinental Railway
amounting to 571 miles.

A Small Part.
After all his railway undertakings
are but a small part of Mr. O'Brien’s
interests. A few years ago he bought
1,125 square miles of timber limits in
Quebec at prices that then seemed in-
sanely high. Now they are near the
N. T. Railway line and are steadily in-
creasing in value. Mr. O'Brien is also
four-fifths owner of the O’Brien mine
at Cobalt, has other silver mines, has
a quarter interest in a nickel property
at Sudbury valued at $50,000,000, owns
farm lands in Alberta and Saskatche-
wan, a number of factories in different
towns, mica mines in Quebec, graphite
mines in Renfrew County, marble
quarries in Hastings, a gold mine in
Nova Scotia, and copper mines in Mex-
ico. In fact, it is a mental tax to re-
member all the names, not to speak of
the tax on Mr. O'Brien to own and look
after them all. He has had his ups
and downs; his speculative tempera-
ment has led him into some unsuccess-
ful ventures, but he is now one of Can-
ada’s rich and successful men. His

life is a busy one, and his money and
his advice -are sought by many who
have no claim upon him. But to his
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friends, Mr. O'Brien remains a genial,
unspoiled man, and in Renfrew he is
called a “fairy godfather.”
