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Peasants to Deliver Wheat|

to Bolsheviki is the Cause
of Troubles. *

Washington, April 8—Refusal of
Ukrainian peasants to deliver wheat
to the viki, together with the
disorganization of the railway sys
tem in Russia, was blamed by Pre
mier Lenine, in a recent speech in
Petrograd, for the desperate food sit-
uation in the former capital of the
Russian empire. Swedish press re
ports, transmitted to the state depart-
ment today giving a summary of
Lenine's speech, quote the Bolshevik
premier ss telling his Petrograd au-
dience that he had implored the
Ukrainion Soviet to senq fifty million
pounds of wheat to avert famine in
Petrograd and Moscow, communist
forces in the Ukraine were too im-
sufficlently organized to take the
wheat forcebly from the peasants.

Lenine is further quoted as saying
that half of that amount of wheat
would be of great assistance in case

it was impossible to get more, but |

that it seemed doubtful if they would
‘be able to get even twenty-five mil-
lion pounds. He declared that the
peasants were mere playthings in
the hands of the opponents of the
Soviet government, and that these
enemies were trying to starve the
Bolgheviki.

POSTAL CLERKS
IN CONFERENCE

Meet Members of the Cabinet
to Discuss Better Pay and
Better Hours of Work.

Ottawa, April 8.—Conferences be-
tween postal employes and members
of the government are in progress
tcday, and will be continued tomor
row. This morning’s conference was
between represemtatives from Winni-
peg, or western letter carriers, rail
way mail cleks and post office
clerks, They were receiveq by Sena-
tor Blondin, Postmaster-General Rob-
ertson and Hon. N. W. Rowell, presi-
dent of the privy council, and Dr.
Coulter, deputy postmaster-general.
The claims uncover a wide ficld and
include gemerally questions of bet-
ter pay and working conditions. The
conferences are proceeding in private.

Tomorrow representatives from
Toronto, Hamilton and other points
are to meet the government.

MAY CLOSE ROMAN
CATHOLIC SCHOOLS

Financial Bankruptcy Facing
That System in Ottawa.

Ottawa, Ont., April 8—A possibility
of financial bankruptey for the Roman
Catholic school system of Ottawa, en-
forcing the closing of all the separate
schools in the city before the ending
of the year, was intimated this morn-
ing by Mr. S. M. Genest, chairman of
the separate school board.

Mr. Genest stated that the present
financial condition of the school sys-
tem, and indications for the future,
positively precluded the possibility of
the board of trustees being able to
continue the administration of the
schools to the end of the year, unless
the injunction, taken by Mackell Etal
some years ago, which prevents the
school board from borrowing money,
is lifted in the near future.

It is reported in some quarters that
General Smuts came here with au-
thority to adjust new boundary lines
for Hungary under the armistice, but
that he left here for Paris by way of
Prague without doing so.
